* mhere {8 an axiom that all is not
gold that glitters. Contrariwise, all
coins that falil to ring true are not
pecessarily counterfeit.

Into the dingy building on Toronto-
siteet in which Is located the receiver-
general’s departmént, occasionally en-
tets an individual torn between hope
and apprehension. He lays upon the
counter a  quarter or a nickel which
flooks like the purest product of the
Ottawa mint, but when allowed to
drop, instead of a metallic ring it
rattles woodenly like a poker chip.
¢ “Nothing the matter,’”’ says the cash-
fer, “good as July wheat, Simply got
eracked in the casting. It happens
quite often when the metal is too near
the top of the cast,” and he points out
& faintly defined crack in the edge.

Visitors of the kind are not uncom-
mon for the coin which doesn’'t ring
and is yet of the purest ray serené ‘s
scattered over the land in thousands.

Other persons
with no illusions deposit lead impos-
tors and withdraw with a sense of duty
performed to the state. Counterfeiting
fn coins at least has become a deca-
dent art, and in a year their face value
8 less than $100. Practically all are
of & long-ago vintage.

The punched coin is not so rare.
Bince the department gave notice only
8 few days ago that mutilated cur-
reney would be redeemed at 75 per
cent. of the face value coings of a
value of about $15 have been turned
in. The silver so gouged out has an
intrinsic value, * but the industry
discouraged by the government, For
further particulars see criminal code.

It it were not for the illegality a fine
profitable business could be done by
the manufacture of coins out of na-
tive silver. The average price of the
White metal (for a twelvemonth was
about 57¢c an ounce. A sllver dollar
or “cartwheel” ground out by the
United States Mint contains three-
Quarters of an ounce of silver, This
value Intrinsically of about
43¢, leaving a margin of 67c profit ex-

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LET THE UNIONS UNITE

MO END THE STRNE

Sydney Post Sukgo&s That the
Workmen Themselves Take a
Hand in Securing Peace

* The Sydney, C.B., Post, thus dis~
cusses ‘“The Strike, Its Cause and BEf-
fect—Union Sugsested as a Remedy";
The deplorable strike at the collieries
of the Dominlon Coal Company has
dragged along for nearly a fortnight
and it is not now a very difficult task
to sum up the situation and foregast
the outcome, We hold no brief from'
either of the parties to this most un-
fortunate conflict. On the one hand
we have sincere sympathy with the
legitimate aims and objects of organ-
ized labor because It stands for a
square deal for the workingman and
insists upon the establishment of those
individual rights which organized capi-
tal, under ,modern conditions, is in
many instances only too prone to Ig-
nore. On the other hand we heartily
rejolice in the prosperity which has.
crowned the efforts of the coal com-
pany because It furnishes profitable
employment in the production of &
commodity which constitutes such an
important factor In the industrial and
commercial well-being of the country.

But the Impression which has gone

abroad 'is that the present strike I8

a struggle between labor and capital,
Newspapers far from the scene are
dealing with this phase of the question
in learned articles, but the man on the
spot knows that this is only a surface
view and is far from being wdrranted
by the facts, It Is time to get down
to the root of the matter, so that the
general public may know where to
place the blame for the present un-
happy condition of affalrs,

The P.W.A. is a Nova Scotla organ-
ization which has been in existence for
fbout twenty-eight years. Until re-
cently it embraced practically all the
mine workers in the province, and It
has a distinctly creditable record of
never having broken any engagement
to which it was a party., However,
within the last few years a large num-
ber of its members became dissatisfied
with the way In which things wege be=
ing conducted. A selfish and self-seek-
Ing clique had contrived to secure the
reins of government and was using its
power to further personal and political
ends, It Is not necessary to go into de-
talls, but the fact remains that for
this and other reasons very many of
the rank and file of the P.W.A. be-
came distrustful of one or two of its
officlals in whose single-minded devo-
tion to the interests of the organiza-
tion they had lost confidence,

Then came a movement to replace
those officials, but the movers, tho in
majority, found. themselves handicap-
ped by some new constitutional amend-
ments which practically excluded them
from the grand council of the order.
Folled in their attempt by this quliet
but effective legisiation, they began
looking around for other means of get-
ting rid of the ‘objectionable control.
The Introduction of the U.M.W. of A.
:;emle’t:” tol them to be the solution of

e ( culty and they lal ol r
a('cordlngly.) y laid their plans

By the common consent of the grand
council and the lodges of the P. W, A,
a plebiscite of the members was taken
on the question as between the two
labor unions, and it resulted in a large
majority for the U.M.W., which there-
upon came into the province and es-
tablished its locals. The remnant of
the P, W. A., however, did not accept
the unexpected verdict and It continues
to do business with greatly diminished
support.

If it had not been for the unreason-
able determination of one or two offi-
cials of the P. W, A, to hold on to po-
sitions, in which they had hedged
themselves, notwithstanding the strong
protests of the majority, whose confi-
dence they had lost, the U.M. W, would
have had no foothold in the province,
there would have been no demand for
recognition, there would have been no
strike.

In refusing to recognize the U. M.
W. the company s acting entiraly
within its right. Its position under the
contract with the P. W, A, is, in our
opinfon, unassailable,

The fight is between the two labor
unions, or rather between a large body
of the men and the one or two P. W.

- A, officlals who are.bound to cling to

their job even tho in doing so they are
placing a great Industry in deadly peril
and threatening the homes of thou-
sands with ruin, Let the blame be
placed where it belongs.

As to the outlook, we adhere to the
opinion expressed In these columns at
the outset, that the strike was a huge
mistake and was foredoomed to failure
as far as realizing its declared purpose
was concerned. It is evident to every
one who has followed the course of
events that the strikers cannot win.
Possibly the promise to provide funds
for prolonging the conflict may be
made good, but the only effect of this
musgt be to magnify the disaster for
all concerned. The operations of the
coal company, at what.should be the
busiest time of the year, will be seri-
ously curtailed, the coal trade of Cape
Breton may bhe wrecked to an extent
that will be felt for a long time to
come, and while thestrike {8 dragging
a'ong its weary length to its inevitable
collapse, hundreds of innocent people
will be suffering needles hardship and
want,

In order to bridge the chasm -both
parties should be willing to yield a Iit-
tle. The 'American officials of the U.
M. W. might go quletly back to In-
dlanapolis, impressed with the infor-
mation that Canadlans resent to at
least a limited extent, a foreign inter-
ference which would not be tolerated

for a moment In their country under |

similar circumstances. The leaders of
the P. W. A. who have lost the confl-
dence of so large a number of men,
might efface themselves, and then the
workmen who are most especially con-
cerned might get together and bring
the matter to a satisfactory conclu-
slon,

If this suggestion is acted on, labor
