“If the eniente persists in its huy-
miliating demands the people will
compel the king to lead them against
the entente forces, whether he wishes
to do so or not. The QGreéeks are not
helpleéss tools in the hands of tre
entente. The government may he, but
the king, the army and the people
are not, and are dctermined to stand
together. Before we left Athena we
were assured that our return would
be a triumphant one.” . /

Dr. Sziluszy added that the entente
officers had zcrupulously observed the
cuystomary forinalities in connection
with the diplomats of the central
powers.
