London, Nov. 23.—Newton Wesley 
Rowell, a former member of the Do­
minion cabinet, addressing the League 
of Nations conference 'at Geneva, in 
place of Sir George Foster, who is 
indisposed, said, according to a mes­
sage from the special report of The 
London Daily Telegraph, that the first 
duty of the league was to prevent war 
and not to seek ends at present im­
possible of accomplishment,

Mr. Rowell said that he considered 
the question of the disposition of war 
material raised by, a previous speaker 
was one of those things which could 
not possibly be enforced without dan­
ger of the nations losing control of 
their internal affairs, to which they 
could not possibly submit.

“It cannot be expected that Canada 
or the great nation to the south of it 
will become a party to the league so 
long as there is any suggestion it ia 
going to interfere with 
affairs,” said Mr. Rowell.

Mr. Rowell proceeded to criticize the 
council, declaring it had failed in many 
matters it had undertaken.

The Telegraph's correspondent says 
that Mr, Rowell's frank declaration 
made a profound Impression on the 
assembly.

The Times' representative says Mr, 
Rowell’s speech was common sense and 
refreshing after the vague generalities 
preceding it.
