Alexieff’'s Farewell.

Harbin, Oct. 28.—Viceroy Alexiefl
to-day issued his farewell order of
the day. It is as follows; “‘In ex@cu-
tion of His Majesty’s order, I am
leaving for St. Petersburg.’ I thank
pll the officers of the Pacific fleet
most heartily for their self sacrificing
work at sea during the last ten
months, which in the matter of de-
stroying the enemy’s mines has been
attended with grave danger. I con-
sider it my duty to thank perticular-
ly the seamen at Port Arthur, who
while showing great fighting powers
have worked harmiously and zealous-
ly in conjunction with the gallant
goldiers in the fortress, and. with
their guns, - their - valor and their
knowledge, have helped in the heroic
defense of ‘the fortress against the
pdvance of a self-willed, stubborn ene-

At Port Arthur.

Shanghai, Oct. 28.—A private let-
ter from Port Arthur dated October
21, received here today says; ‘‘Gen-
eral Stoessel wired the Russian em-
peror and court. recently; I now bid
you all good-bye ' forever. Port Ar-
thur is my grave. General Stoessel
has instilled the garrison of the be-
leagured fortress with the spirit
that to court a glorious death is
preferable to -capitulation. ‘The Jap-
anese shells are inflicting great dam-
mge to the Russian fleet in the har-
por and to the fortifications.

The arsenal with its contents of
ammunition and small arms has been
destroyed, and preparations are be-
ing made for the last deadly strug-
gle at close quarters. The water
supply having been cut off, wells are
being sunk. Provisions are scarce.
Only tinned meats are left. The sol-
diers hold gala feasts on horses kill-
ed men by the shells.

‘“Certain troops included in the
garrison have to be closely watched
at present, for fear of desertion or
treachery. The fie:d and naval hos-
pitals are crowded and hygienic con-
ditions are becoming desperate.

The bombardment at times is so
§ncessant that it is impossible to
bury the dead to any depth. Over
one half of the original garrison .8
dead, wounded or sick.

“The high angle at which their ar-
tillery fire is directed by the Japan-
ese has practically destroyed the
pew town.”’

«When the fleet attempted to break

ghrough the blockade some time &go, 1

the garrison was to have made a de-
sperate sortie and inflict as much
damage as possible and if necessary
to capitulate. The failure of the fleet
to escape frustrated the plan.

" eThe besiegers are pressing closer
daily and it is hard to say how long
we can hold out. When the end
comes there /will be a desperate fight
and surprise. Thousands of the en-
emy will punish, as everything is
mined.”’

This letter was entrusted to a na-
tive boatman who ran the bhlockade
and mailed it at Che Foo. The re-
cipient is a prominent continental
business man of this city with a
pranch house at Port Arthur.

Che Foo, Oct. 28.—5 p. m.—J apan-
ese at DNalny reports the continued
errival of huge sicge guns. A junk
from Port Arthur carried 11 Chinese
who left there on Oct. 19, on ac-
count of the costliness of food arriv-
ed here today. They say several of
the Russian warships have been
struck by dropping shells, but none
have been sunk. They estimate the
able-bodied soldiers there now at
10,000, saying :that a smaller force
would be insufficient to garrison the
warious positions. Scarcely a night
passes without small engagements
over minor positions and artillery
fire is exchanged daily. Last wint-
er’s unilorms are being worn by
the soldiers who are now mostly sup-
plied with Chinese dress.

Desperate Attack.

Tokio, Oct. 28.—6.30 p. m.—Tt is
reported that the Japanese opened a
desperate attack on western forts of
the Keekwan group, north of Port
Arthur, during the morning of Oct.
96, and silenced the Russian batter-
jes. A shell exploded the Russian
magazines. Simultaneously the Jap-
anese attacked the forts on Rihlung
Hill and Sungpohowin Mountain, sil-
enced the Russian batteries
stormed and ‘occupied the forts in
front of these mountains. On the
night of Oct. 26, there was a com-
flagration in old Port Arthur, and
Oct. 27 a shell hit the Russian bat-
gleship Sevastopol, and two Russian
steamers were sunk. Official confirm-
ation of the above is lacking, but
the reports-are believed to be true.

MAY AGREE TO
ARBITRATION.

Today's Reports From London and
St. Petersburg are of a More Pa-
cific Character, But the British
Fleet is Ready for Trouble--The

Russians Still
Particulars.

London, Oct. 28:—Admiralty orders
have reached. Portsmouth to stop the
leave of all officers and men, and di-
rections to the torpedo boat flotilla
to e kept in readiness to proceed
whercever expected. i

Paris, Oct. 28.—Great Britain ‘lgas
offered to submit . the Russo-British
complications to an international
commission, and there isevery rea~
son to believe that Russia will ac-
cept this arrangement.

London, Oct 28.—At Hull, where
the - simplicity of the funeral rites
over the bodies of the victims was
in strong contrast to the deep feeling

displayed by the enormous concourse

of public mourners, Admiral Rojest~
vensky’'s statements are dismissed as
absolutely inaccurate and unworthy
of the slightest consideration. The
fishermen are emphatic in declaring
that it can be proved beyong doubt
that there is no Japanese torpedo
boats in the vicinity of Dog Bank.
Further, they point out that'the Bal-
tic squadron was thirty miles out of
its proper course, with the result
that the vessels steamed into the
midst of the trawlers; and this is the
only Loundation, they assert, for the
allegation that the transport Anatol
was surrounded by unknown vessels.

Berlin, Oct. 28.—A despatch to the
Lokal Anzeiger dated Geestemunde,
Oct. 27, 11:56 p. m., says:—“The
fishing vessel Senntag, which arrived
here to-day, reported that it had
been fired upon for two and a half
hours ofl Dogger Bank, but was not
hit.”

Madrid, Oct. 27.—M. Schovitch, the
Russian Ambassador to Spain and
Foreign Minister San Pedro had a
long conference ' here to-day. The
Government has authorized the Rus-
gian warships at Vigo to remain in
port and complete repairs, on con-
dition that they leave immediately
after repairs are complete. - :

Vigo, Ogct. 27.—The Spanish auth-
orities have now given permission for
the Russian squadron to coal limit-
ing each vessel to 400 toms. The
squadron will sail at daybreak, its
alleged destination being Tangiar.

Berlin, Oct. 27.—6:21 p. m.—Six
mors colliers have been chartered at
Hensburg to transport coal for the
use of the Russian second Pacific
squadron.

Gibraltar, Oct. 28.—The British

cruisers Lancaster, Suffolk, Hermes,
Doris, Endymion and Theseus sailed
to the westward this morning. The
Hermes is bound for Vigo.
- Vigo, Spain, Oct. 28:—~Admiral Ro-
jestvensky has given orders to the
Russian squadron to prepare to sail
for Tangier.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 28.—By order
of Emperor Nicholas, the cruisers,
Smolensk and . St. Petersburg have
been commissioned as cruisers in the
active fleet and re-christened the
Rion and Dnieper.

London, Oct. 28.—The widespread
interest - in today’s cabinet was
evidenced by the early assem-
bling this morning of crowds in
Downing street. These gatherings
soon became so thick that the police
were obliged to disperse them into
the neighboring Whitehall District.
Premier Balfour was carly at work
attending to his correspondence and
receiving visitors, among whom was
Lord Rothschild.

London, Oct. 28.—The first division
of the home fleet left the Firth of
Forth this morning and is expected
to arrive at Isle of Portland tomor-
row. :

London, Oct. 28.-1.07 p. m.—A
statement has just been issued by the
Russian embassy as follows:

‘“We are in constant communica~
tion with the British government. As
a result of these communications the
embassy hopes that there will be a
speedy and satisfactory settlement.
The whole aspect of the situation has
decidedly improved.”’

The Admiral’s Explan-
ation.
London, Oct. 28.—Vice Admiral Ro-

jestvensky’s explanation of the at-|

tack of his squadron on British traw-
lers, while it is received with incred-
ulity by the people and press of
Great Britain, has probably turned
the current of Diplomatic negotia-
tions into a new channel. The Brit-
ish foreign office is in courtesy oblig-
ed to accord an investigation into
circumstances, narrated by the Rus-
sian admiral, reinforced as it is by
the testimony of subordinate officers
of the squadron, and by the report
ofi the Danish Minister of Marine,
communicated to the Russian Gov-
ernment that vessels were known to
have been chartered at Hull and in
Sweden, by the Japanese govern-
ment, for the purpose of attacking
the Baltic fleet during its passage of
the North Sea and Knglish Chanael,
There are on the one side stories ofi
Russian ships firing upon vessels of
several neutral nations, and on the
other of incidents tending to estab-
lish Admiral Rojestvensky’s, report
.Lhat there were armed hostile vessels
in the vicinity, at least, of the Hull
fishing fleet. Pending developments
in diplomatic exchanges, the British
Admiralty is showing the utmost ac-
tivity in bringing fleets within the

tcourse of the Russian squadron. The
Russian ships at Vigo, Spain, it is
! promised, will depart as soon as nec-
essary repairs are completed. France
and Germany may be rogarded as
throwing the weight of their influence
in the scale for a peaceful conclusion
of the controversy.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 28:—2.45 p.
m.'—Orders have been telegraphbed to
Vice-admiral Rojestvensky to detain
at Vige all the warships which took
part in the North Sea incident.

London, Oect. 1.34 Dp. m.:—Orders
have been issued and acknowledged
by Vice-admiral Rojestvensky that
'the Russian squadron remain at Vi-
1 go until the conclusion of the pres-
' ent Russo-British negotiations. This
eliminates what was regarded here as
: one of the most dangerous features
‘of the situation, namely the possi-
‘bilvity of a premature clash between
the British and Russian squadrons.

' Bnother Conference.

London, Oct. 28.—Russian Ambass-
ador Benkendorfl paid another visit
this morning to Foreign Secretary
Lansdowns at the latter’s private
residence. The ambassador conveyed
to the minister further despatches
from_ the Russian government. The
earliness of the call is accounted for
‘by the necessity for placing the for-
eign minister in possession of the
latest views from the government at
St. Péetersburg regarding the North
Sea incident, so that Lord Lans-
downe would be in a pesition to
communicate to his colleagues at the
cabinet  meeting to-day the fullest
details regarding the negotiations up
.to date. The ambassador's stay did
‘not last more than half an hour.
. Ambassador Cambon again was pres-
.ent, and remained at Lord Lans-
,downe’s a few minutes after the de-
parture of Count Benckendorfl.

There are evidences of increasing
‘belief among well informed persons
that the dispute between Russia and
Great Britain will not lead to ser-
ious complications, and that an ami-
cable settlement will be reached. Rus-
sia, o far as is known, is showing
every disposition to meet the British
views, and it 18 conceded that the
delay in replying to the British de-
mands is readily explainable on the
ground ‘that the Russian government
naturally desires to be placed in -po-
gession from its own sources of all
details connected with the occur-
rence.

_Subsequently Mr. Balfaur gnd For-
eign.  Secretary Lansdowne had a
somewhat prolonged conference. They
then proceeded to the meeting of the
cabinet which was attended by the
whole ministry.

Lcndon, Oct, 28:—Subsequent to
their meeting at Lansdowne House,
Ambsassadors Benckendoroff and Cam-
bon had a conference at the French
gmb..ssy, and later the statement was
issupd by:the Russian embassy say-
ing 1t was in comstant communica,
tion with' the British government,
and that the whole aspect of the sit-
uation had decidedly improved.

Germany’s Attitude.

Berlin, Oct. 28:—1.40 p. m.:—The
German government is not disposed
to take up the case of the German
fishing vessels Honntag,
fired on.Qctober 21 off Horn’s Reef
by the Russian warships, unless the
owners ask for an indemmnity, The
foreign_office although without con-
firmation of the report does not con-
sider it improbable that the vessel
was fired on. Yet, as no damage
was done, and as no complaint was
lodged by her owner, Germany will
avflil becoming involved in the Rus-
so-British contrgversy. Persons hav-
ing cloge relations with the foreign
offite, 8till believe that it will be
emicably settled. They regard the
asserchiage:of the British fleet as de-
signed for use only at the last ex-
tremily, It is believed Great Brit-
ain will allow Russia time to find a
way out of the present situation in
a marner. satisfactory to Great Brit-

s A False Report.

London, Oct. 28.—The London
agents here of the Norwegian steam-
er Skaatol, say that the statement
cabled from Copenhagen last night,
that the vessel was fired upon by a
Russian warship on Sunday is incor-
rect. The Skaatol passed the Rus-
sian squadron oft Dover, but there
was no firing or other molestation.

Not Conciliatory.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 28.—The morning
papers today print vice admiral Rojest-
vensky’s report of the North Sea incid-
ent, \yhich extensive comments, the tone
of which does not mean conciliation. The
Russian admiral’'s report is accepted
without reservation as the true explana-
tion of the happenings at Dogger Bank,
and stress is laid upon the concurrence
of Vice Admiral Rojestvensky’s report,
that he was attacked by torpedo boats
with the declaration of the fishermen that
torpedo boats.ef which the Russian fleet
had none, t_'unnlng close to the trawlers,
before heading for the vessels of the Rus-
sian squadron.  Attention is called also
to the statement by the fishermen that
a vessel remained six hours at the scene
of the disaster, while Vice Admiral Ro-
jestvensky reports that the whole Rus-
sian squadron proceeded to the south-
ward.

Policeman Lost His Life
in Heroic Attempt fto
Save Others:::One Man
Injured---Blaze Was of
Incendiary Origin.

P

New York, Oct, 28:—Fire, believed
to have been of incendiary origin
swept over the piers, warehouses and
shipping at the Bush terminal com-
pany’s store, South Brooklyn, early,
to-day. = The loss’ is estimated at
more than $1,000,000. One life that
of a policeman, is known to have
been lost and more dead may be
found later. A’ fireman was badly
injured. i

Four fine ocean going steamships
.were badly damaged and were ablaze
‘from bow to stern, and hundreds of
thousands of dollars worth of cotton
hemp and general’ cargo were partly
destroyed. After ' a battle of more
than three hours by the entire ;
Brooklyn department, the flames
were pronounced under. control. At
first the firemen could make no head-
way. Fanned by a strong breeze,
the smoke . fromythe burning hemp
prevented the;men from approaching
one ‘section of the fire, while the
blaze in the: burning cotton and in
the holds of the steamships could not
be eflaced by the water.

The known dead are; Policeman
Patrick Cushing of Brooklyn, caught
at the end of a pier.

Injured; Benjamin Walsh, fireman,
skull fragtured in a fall down &
hatchway. Walsh was in the hold
of the Qitta di Palermo for two
hours while the fire on the vessel
was all around him. i

As to the fate of the crews nothing
definite is known.

The vessels were the American Ar-
jzonian and Nebraskan of the Amer-
jcan and Hiwaaian steamship com-
pany and the Citta di Palmero of
the Italian line. They were warped
tightly to , the pier and tugs could
not ‘get alongside owing to the in-
tense heat. y

That the fire is of incendiary orig-
in.is the belief of two private detect-
ives and two watchmen.

Last Tuesday morning, fire in one
of ~he many piers of the .wupany al-
so started m_vsteriously, and destroy-
ed $50,000 to 75,000 worth ‘of cot=
tow. Much feeling is said to exist

Shortly
befdore | midnight, the detectives and
watchmen were half way out on -Pier
1. Along the pier lay the American
Hav aaian ships. Between them were
lighters, laden with cotton tnd
hemp.  ‘On the pier was ton upon ton
of general merchandise, from China
and the Pacific. Nearest the men lay
the Nebraskan, on the point of sail-
ing ‘for the Pacific. From the light-
er Victor, according to the men, al-
most on the stroke of midnight,came
a shaft of fire which shot between
thom and ‘the end of the pier, and,
almost sippultaneously between them |
and the shore, came another bolt. In
an instant, the men declare, the fiam-
es had spread, apparently, in every
direction. Escape was cut off, and,
after giving the alarm, the' watch-
msn jumped into the water from
which they were pulled soon after-
wards, by the firemen.

The spread of fire was described to
be astonishing. In ten minutes the
long pier was blazing from end to
end and the flames had caught the
Nebraskan. The calls of the men a-
board, were heard, but they could
not be reached from land, for the
flames arcliing over the high steam-
ships fell upon the lighter Adelaide
and over the pier. Its course was
quick and! once inside the flames
coid not be reached by water. It
was then that steps were taken to,
save tha rest of the piers with mil-
lions of dollars worth of shipping
and cargo.

The great iron sides of the Palér-
mo acted as a guardian wall to the
flames and . prevented their spread
The steamship was at once abandon-
ed to her fate. It was impossible for
