MONTHLY BULLETI

Contagious Diseases Fewer, But
Death Rate Higher Than in
Corresponding Month Last
Year

The following cases of contagious dis-
»ases were reported from the city during
the month. Apart from the tuberculosis
cascs, these were mot numerous, and one
half of them have their origin outside of
the city and county. The figures for last
wmonth and for July, 1911 are added for
comparison:

The usual monthly mortality f.able fol-
lows: The death-rate, while distinctly be-
low that for Jume, is measurably above
that for July last year. But that month’s
rate was altogether exceptional in the way
of lowness and was followed by an excep-
tionally high rate the next month. It is
satisfactory to know that only two child-
ven died from intestinal disease, as against
nine for July last year. The difference in
weather has, undoubtedly, had con_sxdemble
to do with this. The rate for this month

Holiday Hygiene .

It is not uncommon for one to go away
for a holiday in order to get fresh vigor
and improve the health’generally, and to
rome back either sick or feeling no more
“fit”’ ‘than before leaving. This is espci-
ully true of summer holidays spent in the
country, or in “summer resorts” In this
city, for instance, there are always a num-
ber of cases of typhodid fever, each fall con-
tracted ‘while out: of town on a vacation.

A little sanitary knowledge and care
¥ould - often render these changes to an
sut-door life more pleasant and safe. There
are three directions, chiefly, in which er-
vors in living are committed, while in the
country; (1) In clothing, (2) Drinking,
(3) Exercise. There is a widespread no-
tion that, somehow, it conduces to the
health if one gete a god thick coat of tan
or sun-burn upon the face, neck, arms,
chest, etc. Consequently these parts are
deliberately exposed to the "strong sun-
light, perhaps after having been protected
by clothing and within-doors for a year or
more. As a result these is often a con-
siderable degree of, inflammation of the
skin set up, which, while it lasts, is any-
thing but comfortable or healthful. If
the parts mentioned are exposed it should
be done gradually, so as to accustom the
gkin to the new conditions. It is, also,
not very unusual to suffer from insect
bites and irritation from plants as a re-
sult of such exposure. These, generally,
give but a temporary inconvenience, but
occasionally, real and rather serious pois-
oning occurs. Several such instances have
come to the writer’s notice, already this
summer.

It should not be forgotten that, as a gen-
eral rule, the drinking water in the city
is purer, if not more pleasant, and there-
fore safer than in the country. Wells and
springs in the latter section are, generally,
the source of supply, and these are always
more or less liable to contamination. This
is especially true of thickly settled neigh-
borhoods, and great care should be taken
that these water sources are kept re-
moved as far as possible from filth and
decomposing matter. Most especially
should water from streams running
through cultivated land be avoided. On
the other hand, springs and brooks in the
forest, or in “wild” land are genmemlly
wholesome to drink from. It is well to
remember that many impure waters,
though they will not produce real typh-
oid, often bring on sharp and sudden at-
tacks of intestinal disease, which, when ex-
perienced, do much to epoil the pleasure
and profit of an outing.

Active exercise is essential for children
gnd all who are below full adult age. But
for those grown ups who lead a sedentary
life for the greater part of the year, it is
very questionable if active physical exer-
tion, say, for one month out of twelve is
beneficial. Muscular exercise, to be con-
ducive to health needs to be constantly

It is probable, that, upon the whole, for
those fairly well to do, the country in
a strictly sanitary way, possesses but two
particulars in which it is superior to the
city, viz: in its purer air and its absence
from irritating noise. The more open en-
vironment, the change of scene, the free-
dom from work and worry, perhaps, are
also factors, other than those exclusively
sanitary, in making the country a desir-
able place for a summee vacation.

Constantinople, Aug. 5—The chamber
of deputies today. paseed a vote of want
of confidence in the Turkish cabinet and
then adjoyrned without settling on the
date of reassembling. There were many
stormy scenes during the session, which
began at ten o’clock this marning Deputy
Rahmi, of Saloniki, and Deputy Tehamlik
of Albania drew revolvers in the couree of
the debate, and were about to fire at each
other when some of their colleagues parted
them. D. Javid Bey, a Saloniki deputy,
and ex-minister of finance and public
works, delivered a most exciting speech in
which he vehemently attacked the cabinet,
declaring it had shown a reactionary spir-
it and had trampled on the Turkish con-
stitution. The motion introduced by
Djavid Bey censuring the cabinet was
passed by acclamation. The president of
the chamber of deputies had received a de-
cree dissolving it early in the morning,
but he suppressed the document in order
to enable the vote of censure to be pase-
ed by the members.

FRENCH PREMIER'S POLITICAL
 PILGRIMAGE TO RUSSIA

Important Matters

to be Considered—

New Defensive and Offensive Alliance
Between The Two Nations and East-
ern Policy Will Claim Attention

(Canadian Press)
.Paris, Aug. 5—Raymond Poincare, the
French premier, started today for Russia

surrounded by all the signs usually ac-
companying a great state pilgrimage. Aris-
tide Briand, minister of justice; Theo-
phile Delcasse, minister of marine; Albert
Lebrun, minister for the colonies; Armand
Mollard, chief of the protocol; Louis Le-
pine, perfect of police of Paris; the secre-
taries and attaches of the Russian embas-
sy, and the staff of the French foreign

offices were all present at the depot to

emphasize the occasion, while in the pre-
mier’s train travelled all the leading jour-
nalists of France, who always mobilize
