Ottawa, April 24—The Dominion 

Government has been advised by the 
state department at Washington that 
the U. S. Government thrdugh its ship­
ping board cannot concede cancellation 
o; the conditional permits for the trans­
fer of the Matoa from American to 
British or Canadian registry. She 
bought by Messrs. Young and Burchiil 
of Sydney, N. S.

As a consequence of this communi- 
cation the Department of Marine and 
Fisheries here has instructed British 
consuls at U. S. ports not to issue pro­
visional certificates of British register 
to vessels where the applicants are do­
miciled in Canada or where the port for 
final registry is Canadian and where 
t-p transfer is accompanied by condi­
tional shipping board permits.
