“An illustration of the evil effects of too 

much legislation is found in that little 
rider that was attached to the Payne- 
AMrich tariff law, which repealed the so- 
called Pike Law. Under this law, which 
had practically been in force fifty years, 
logs cut on the American side of the St. 
John river and floated down to St. John 
to be sawed into lumber at the mills 
there, could enter the United States duty 
free by declaring these facts. This repeal 
had effect on and after Aug. 5 last. Mills 
in St. John shipping 40,000,000 feet bf this 
class of lumber each year into the United 
States will now be called upbn to pay 
duties of approximately $50,000 per year, 
and this demand is made at a time when 
a reciprocity agreement is being negotiated 
between the two countries that will per­
mit all Canadian lumber to come across 
the line free of duty. If the government 
is to continue collecting this duty, the na­
tural recourse for the operator who cuts 
logs on the American side would be to 
saw them exclusively in mills at the head­
waters of the St. John river. But for the

fact that St. John offers cheap transpor­
tation by water to the coast points around 
to New York, that city would offer no at: 
traction as a manufacturing point for 
owners of standing timber on the Ameri­
can side of the upper St. John waters. 
When the Pike law was originally pass­
ed there was no rail transportation avail­
able out of Northern Aroostook County. 
At present the Bangor & Aroostook touch­
es the northern border at Van Buren on 
the east side of Maine and at Fort Kent 
farther west with another 125-mile branch 
now coming up through the western side 
of the state to tap the Allegash country 
at St. Francis. While no official state­
ments have been made, it is understood 
that at no late date much of the mill 
capacity now operating at St. John will 

transferred to the headwaters of the 
St. John River, and located chiefly, if 
not entirely, on the American side, as 
there is still a vast area of virgin spruce 
timber in that section.”

ready to go ahead with our work.”

Dublin, Sept. 19—A great mass meeting 
of railway employes was held last night,

The strike is 
due to the refusal of the three railways to 
accede to the demands of their employee 
that the railways decline to handle con­
signments of timber from firms involved in 
disputes with their employes.

As to the fishermen themselves, Mr. Out­
house says that at least three-quarters of 
them will vote for reciprocity. As far as 
can be learned the chief opposition to reci­
procity comes from those who are inter­
ested in the fish combine.
