This afternoon the annual meeting of 
the Presbyterian Woman’s missionary 
society was held at St. Andrew’s church.

The Secretary, Miss Helen Adams 
read the following report :

In the good providence of God, we 
have been permitted to see the close of 
another year's work, a year in which, 
we trust something has been done by us 
as a society for the furtherance of our 
Master’s work in our Home Mission 
field.

During the year ending Feb. 9th. 1890 
the society has held ten regular, two in­
formal, and two executive ^meetyigS; 
The attendance at our monthly 
meetings during the past year has not 
been as large as it might have been con­
sidering the large number of members 
at present constitûting the society. This 
has been partly, no doubt, owing to in­
clement weather on the days of meet- 

hut we regret to say that 
there seems to be a certain lack of inter­
est in our work among those, who, by 
their presence and assistance at the 
meetings, could render very efficient help 
in the work of the society Let us hope 
that during the coming year the present 
members may help ns to keep up the 
interest in this work by their attendance 
at our meetings, and that others may be 
induced to join our membership.

In the past year we have aided four of 
the missionaries in the Home Mission 
field, viz :—those at the stations of 

^Hampton, Sussex, Greenfield and Grand 
Falls, not so many as formerly, owing to 
some of the stations not having a settled 
missionary in charge for the year, and 
from one or two we have not had any 
communication. From some of the 
missionaries we have received very in­
teresting accounts of the work being 
done, especially by Mr. Blair St Green­
field, and Mr. Lods at Grand Falls. 
The congregation at the latter 
place was without a minister for some 
months, but owing to the energy of some 
of the younger members the church was 
repaired and made ready for worship. 
Mr. Lods began his work in April, and 
has by God’s blessing been abundantly 
succeseful.

Coroner White held an inquest on the 

body of Ellen Sinnott at the citpt hall, 
West.end, this afternoon. The juryiwas

There were four witnesses examined. 
Nicholas Dale, the first witness called, 
testified that on Sunday at about 6 
o’clock his brother was in their wood­
shed and hearing screams proceeding 
from the Sinnott house called him and a 
young man named George McVey to as­
certain the cause of the screams. They 
went to the house and burst in a door and 
saw the corpse of Ellen Sinnott 
lying on the floor. When they got inside 
they heard more screams, and bursting 
open the other door saw Johanna Sin­
nott in bed. They notified Officer Ross. 
This was all of his evidence.

Geo. McVey the next witness corrobor­
ated Dale’s testimony in every particular. 
Matthew Russel was called and testified 
that on Thursday night Ellen Sinnott 
was in his house and was given some tea 
and eatables. She did not seem to have 
anything the matter with her with the 
exception of a cold. She was very thinly 
clad at the time.

found in a purse. Some other things 
were found but they were of no import­
ance. It was stated last night by Johan­
na Sinnott that Ellen had some money 
in the bank. Several letters were found 
which showed that she had relations in 
Eastport, Boston and some on Orange St 
in this city. The fowls which were in 
the house are to be taken by some per­
sons, while the three dogs will likely be 
destroyed.
Sad Drowning: Accident at Lepreanx.

Word reached the city to-day of a sad 
drowning accident at Lepreaux on Sat­
urday by which three young men lost 
their lives. Two of the young men, 
Charles Butler and his brother belong to 
Musquash and the third is Wm. Lee a 
young man 24 years of age whose home 
is in Carleton. The body of one of the 
Butlers has been recovered. Lee was in 
the fishing schooner W. C. Allen owned 
by Wm. Trecartin of Carleton and one 
story is that the Butlers got him to go 
with them and pick up a boat that wa? 
adrift and in the attempt their own boat 
was upset and all three were drowned.
