CAPITAL NOTES.THE EVENING MZETTE High-PressureThe Agreement for the Bonding of the 
Harvey-Sallebnry Line.

Gen. Laurie moved for “ copies of cor­
respondence with the customs depart­
ment, instructions issued to the reports 
received from inspectors and collectors 
of customs in reference to the importa: 
tion of fish in bond for the purpose of 
subsequent exportation, together with 
copies of any regulations bearing on this 
subject framed and issued uuder the 
authority of the customs act ” "He 
supported the motion at some 
length and with much ability advo­
cated the claims of Nova Scotia fishermen 
for protection against the competition of 
bounty fed French fish. The general re­
cited the legislation enacted by New­
foundland to meet the effects of the 
French bounty, as high as ten francs a 
quintal on all fish sold in foreign coun­
tries. He allowed how these French 
caught fish were even largely packed in 
Halifax, to the injury of the interesst of 
our own fishermen, and asked that the 
government should treat this French 
article in the same way that fish in bond 
for re-shipment is treated in the United 
gtates, namely to compel the article to 
be re-shipped in the original package 
and to enact such other regulations as 
will meet the peculiar circumstances of 
the case. Gen. Laurie further recited 
the practice in Italy and the United 
States, and argued that if we were to 
occupy a position akin to that of Eng­
land and not Holland, and export our 
own products instead of that of other 
countries, the national policy should lie 
applied to our own fish trade as well as 
to our manufactures.

Mr. Jones of Halifax denied that the 
tanshipment of French fish at Halifax 
worked any injustice to Nova Scotia fish­
ermen. StPierre fish had been coming in­
to Halifax for forty years and had not 
affected the local trade at all. As a large 
shipper, he said there was no ground for 
any change in existing regulations.

Ayer’s Sarsaparilla,Mayor C’hesley announced in the 
Po rtland Council last evening, that the 
union bill would lie sent to the Legisla­
ture on Wednesday or Thursday, and 
would lie enacted in the course of a 
couple of days. We believe there is no 
doubt that the bill will be introduced 
to-morrow, so that it will be before the 
committee on Corporations on Thursday. 
It is intended that the commissioners 
and those having the bill in charge, as 
well as all persons who desire any modi­
fication of the terms of the hill, shall be 
heard before this committee so that the 
report of the committee will probably be 
regarded as final by the House, and the 
bill agreed to as it leaves their hands. It 
is highly improbable that any important 
modification of the bill as prepared by 
the Common Clerk and presented by the 
Commissioners will be adopted, and cer­
tainly nothing compelling this city to 
maintain a free ferry to Carleton or to 
construct a bridge will be inserted in the 
bill. Carleton will be treated justly by 
the united city, but not placed in a posi­
tion to develop interests separate and 
apart from those of the East side. The 
prospect of union is very gratifying to 
the people both of St John and Portland, 
and to the inhabitants of the province 
generally, who desire to see their chief 
city placed in the position to which it is 
entitled as the fourth in Canada. The bill 
may not become law in a couple of days, 
as Mayor Chesley supposes, but there 
seems to be no reason whyit should not be 
passed by tomorrow week the 17th inst In 
such a case the elections might be held 
the 30th April or early in May. How­
ever this may be every one mast realize 
the fact that we are very mat union, 
and that it is a measure likelyto exert the 
most favorable influence on the future 
of St. John.

J. & J. D. HOWE, S. R. FOSTER & SON,The difference of opinion as to the 
origin of the name Bear River, to which 
we referred yesterday, suggests that there 
is ample room for a volume on the origin 
and meaning of names of places in the 
Maritime Provinces. This is a subject 
which has received much less attention 
t han it is entitled to,and which is of very 
considerable interest to most people. A 
great many New Brunswick names are 
Indian in a more or less corrupted form.
The Indians, as a rule gave names to 
localities which had reference to some 
peculiarity in their condition or sur­
roundings. They called the St John 
Wigoudy, “great highway,” because, in 
their view, it led to every place to which 
they wanted to go. Canada, in regard to 
the origin of which there has been such 
a waste of learning^imply means a town 
and was applied by the Indians whom 
Cartier saw in 1535 to a collection of huts 
on the present site of the city of Quebec.
The name Quebec itself simply means 
the narrows, and is the Indian equiva­
lent to the French Detroit which signifies 
a strait. When our New Brunswick 
Railway commissioners were giving 
names to stations on the line to Shediac, 
they revived a good many Indian names 
and gave a certain Micmac flavor 
to the railway. This was certainly 
better than the fashion of mul­
tiplying old world names or calling 
places after Smith, Brown and 
Jones, with addition of Ville. Thus they 
got such names as Penobsquis, which 
means simply rocky brook, and others 
equally significant Most of our New 
Brunswick rivers retain their Indian 
names, although the meaning of many 
of them is not known. It may be of in­
terest to note,however,that the Kennebec- 
casis is the diminitive of Kennebec, sis 
meaning little. The name Kennebec 
means the river that winds like a snake.
Penobscot, it may be mentioned in pass- I
