This man has apparently been tne type of Individual 
who nas failed to adjust himself anywhere. He* has 

siens of what we consider instability or neurosis; 

but the main factor seems to have been his lack of 

ability to >earn from experience and to assume re­

sponsibility for his own acts. This la borne out 

by the fact that any troubles he got into in childhood 

were more or lees taken care of by his father. That 

he didn’t suffer the consequences of acts in a civil 

court or juvenile court i believe that that is one of 

the most Important factors in the development of this 

type of personality. In early childhood they do not 

learn to accept responsibility and that becomes fixed, 

so that the effect of punishment Is practically nil in 

later life. There are symptoms of e neurotic type as 

well, but 1 felt that the main factor was the psycho­

pathic personality.
