’ln Recent Election it Polled Sur-
prising Vote,

The growth of the political powes
of the Labor pariy is revealed by
the returns of votes cast at the New
Zealand general election In Decems
ber last, The Reform Government,
headed by W. F. Massey, gained an
emphatie vietory, winning 48 seats in
& House of 80 members, but its snes
cesses in many electorates were due
to the splitting of the Opposition
voté between Liberal and Labor cans
didates. The figures are not quite
complete at the time of writing,
but the distributfion of votes is ine
dicated with sufficient accuracy by

the following figures: Government,
186,461; Liberal Opposition, 162,050¢
Labor party, 128,417; Independent,
43,012,

In the four cities the votes wers
distributed among the candidates as
follows: Labor, 76.850; Liberal, 52«
£65; Government, 48.63%4; Indepens
dent, 24,773, The Labor party won
seven of the 25 city seats, but on its
voting strength it should have got
10 seats. The Government seored
in the country districts, but even
there the Labor party revealed une
expected strength. In Hawkes Bay,
for example, the home of wool kings
and rich squatters, a Labor candle
date scored 2,176 votes, while a Libe
eral had 2,292 votes and the stuo-
cessful Government candidate 3,234
votes,
