
DISASTER NEAR 
ROGER’S PASS

STATEMENT ISSUED BY 
C.P.R. GENERAL MANAGER

Believes Nümber of Men Buried 
by Slide May Be 

Saved

Winnipeg, March 5.—General Man­
ager Bury, of the C.P.R., has issued 
the following official report on the 
avalanche near Roger's Pass, B. C.:

At 11.30 last night one mile west of 
Roger’s Pass, B. C., on the Canadian 
Pacific railway, a snow train consist­
ing of a rotary plough, locomotive and 
a number of gangs of men, totalling 
ene hundred, were clearing away a 
enowslide when a fresh slide came 
down, burying the snow train and 
tnen, including whites, Japanese and 
Italians.

Some escaped, but how many is not 
known as the slide carried away the 
tv 1res.

A relief train of men, nurses and doc­
tors was sent out from Revelstoke, 45 
miles from the point of the slide, and 
Bre busy digging oufthe men.

It is believed many will be saved, but 
It is impossible at present to tell.

NATIONAL LABOR
ALLIANCE FORMED

Will Endeavor to Drive Ameri­
can Federation From 

Politics

Washington, D.C., March 5.—Several 
New York capitalists and congress­
men, who have been opposed in their 
districts for re-election by the Ameri­
can Federation of Labor, are reported 
to-day to be behind a new organiza­
tion formed for the purpose of driving 
the labor faction from politics. The 
new organization will be called the 
National Labor Alliance.

Utmost secrecy was maintained in 
the formation of the alliance, and only 
last evening, following a meeting of 
its sponsors, did its existence become 
known. A generous campaign fund is 
said to have been collectéd and - the 
co-operation of certain “independent” 
politicians secured.

One of the plans of the alllaa-be, it 
was reported, was to provide cam­
paign funds and speakers in each dis­
trict where the election of a Republi­
can congressman was opposed. John 
W. Hays, grand master of the Knights 
Tif Labor, is said to be interested in 
the movement.

IN SEARCH OF HEALTH.

Report That Czarina is Taking Sea 
Voyage on Imperial Yacht.

Paris, March 5.—The Russian Em­
press is reported to-day to be aboard 
the Imperial yacht Standart, which is 
at Villefranche. The Standart is close­
ly guarded and these precautions have 
given rise to the belief that the Em­
press left Russia for a cruise in the 
Mediterranean to regain her health.

For more than a year the Czar and 
the Czarevitch have endeavored to per­
suade the Czarina to take a sea voy­
age. Her health became undermined 
through constant fear of attacks by 
Nihilists upon members of the royal 
family.

The Empress hitherto has refused to 
leave Russia unless accompanied by 
her husband and children. That she 
may have consented to leave indicates 
that the Empress was in so serious a 
condition that physicians compelled her 

i to make the voyage in search of 
health.

COMPANY WILL APPEAL.

Montreal, March 5.—Judge Weir 
_ yesterday dismissed the action for $25,- 
‘ 000 damages brought by the Montreal 

Light, Heat & Power Company against 
ex-Alderman Clerlque for having stat­
ed that he had been approached with 
a $3,000 bribe to vote in; favor of the 
company getting the lighting contract 
for the city, Judge Weir declared 
that Clerique’s remarks in the city 
council concerning the light contract 
were privileged, and further that the 
Montreal Light,, Heat & Bower Com­
pany did not suffer therefrom. The 
case will be appealed.

NEW BRUNSWICK BUDGET.

Fredericton, N. B., March 5.—In the 
legislature yesterday Hon. J. K. Flem­
ing, provincial treasurer, brought down 
his budget. He stated that the expendi­
ture of 1909 was $1,255,381, which was 
$102,587 over the amount estimated. The 
receipts were $1,259,826, an amount of 
$73,1(Ç7 in excess of what was esti­

nation he had depicted so that his 
argument could be met in reply.

Mr. Bodwell contended that that had 
already been shown.

Mr. Shallcross denied this, saying 
that it was now, he believed, proposed 
to have an inspector of insurance in 
British Columbia. Another new sug­
gestion was that there should be an in­
quiry into the cause of every fire which 
occurred. He believed that Mr. Bod-- 
wcU’e proposals should be placed in 
writing. He could say at the outset 
that he was going to insist that the 
general public should be permitted to 
place their insurance in the cheapest 
market.

The Chairman: Then you are op­
posed to the bill?

Mr. Shallcross. Yes, praptically. We 
want to be allowed to get our insur­
ance as cheaply as we may.

The Chairman: Do you take the po­
sition that it • is bad to have an in­
spector?

Mr. Shallcross: It is largely Imprac­
ticable.

The Chairman: And^ that it is bad 
to have an investigation into the cause 
of fires? '

Mr. Shallcross: Yes, unless there is 
presumption of fraud. If you have an 
Inquiry into every fire you will greatly 
Increase the cost of the government of 
the country.

The Chairman: Bad to have a de­
posit?

Mr. Shallcross: It Is a good princi­
ple, but if you apply it to insurance 
companies you should also apply It to 
every trading company in existence.

Continuing, Mr. Shallcross said that 
notwithstanding the fact that the Do­
minion government required a deposit 
he doubted the justice of the arrange­
ment and he might say that there was 
a question whether the Dominion Act 
was not ultra vires.

Tfce Chairman: Oh, we can hardly 
go into that.

Mr. Shallcross, continuing, said that 
tradesmen found that they had no hold 
on outside tradesmen. The insurance 
companies should be placed in the same 
positiori of traders. The'board of trade 
has had passed three resolutions on the 
question of the proposed bill—one fa­
vorable, one adverse and a unanimous 
report that all companies doing busi­
ness in the province should be placed 
in exactly the same position.

Mr. Palmer was then examined. He 
gave the experience of the Chemalnus 
Lumbering Company in the matter of 
fire insurance, icbriteilding that it would 
be most unfair;to place restrictions on 
outside companies. His company for 
a great. man- years had been paying 
a rate of 3 and 3% per cent, to the old 
board companies. Then after they had 
expended in putting in a sys­
tem pf fire _prptection the rate was 
raised to 4 pSncènt., and la'er to 7.07 
per cent., when they immediately can­
celled all (heir insurance. They then

Thursday afternoon's session of the 

royal commission to Inquire into the 
method system of conducting fire in­
surance business in this province, 
proved very interesting and important. 
E. V. Bodwell, K.’C.i Who was présent 
on behalf of the board companies do­
ing business in British Columbia, ex­
plained what was the purpose of the 
bill now before the legislature, and J. 
J. Shallcross, who was chairman of the 
special committee1 of the board of trade, 
which had inquired into the matter, 
indicated what the line of attack on 
the proposed bill would be. B. J. 
Palmer, manager of the Victoria Lum­
bering Company of Chemalnus, told of 
how inequitable was the rate quoted 
his company by the board of fire in­
surance companies. It was made clear 
as a result of what occurred at yester­
day's session that a spirited opposition 
will develop throughout the province 
to the suggestion that all companies 
doing business In the province shall 
be required to deposit $30,000 with the 
provincial government.

Asked by Chatrjnan Lennie to explain 
what lhie he would take before the 
commission, Mr. Bodwell entered into; 
a long explanation of the attitude of 
the board companies, on whose behalf 
he appeared. He said the public should 
have a protection in regard to the fire 
insurance which they did not have at 
the present time—that of security. 
There was a conflict of legislation on 
the matter between the Dominion and 
the province. By the Dominion Act 
Canadian companies were required to 
deposit $50,000 with the government, 
and outside, companies $100,000, before 
they pould get registration. White a 
good many of the companies doing bus­
iness in British Columbia had complied 
with the Dominion Act, yet there wiere 
mariy which did not. Under an' amend­
ment to the B: G: Companies’ Act, in­
surance companies doing'business here 
werp. brought within the provisions of: 
the statute anif .were only required to 
pay $250 las registration fee. As a re­
sult of the present state of affairs a 
large number of foreign companies are 
doing business in British Columbia whb 
have no . securities which are attach­
able. He believed this to be tihfair to 
the public and to those edmpanies 
which complied with the Domiiiion Act. 
Provisions as to various local imposts 
were, also .evaded. Those on the other 
hand who complied with the law were 
under a heavy expeiise which outside 
companies did not have to bear. Thus 
Vancouver charged $300 as license fee 
to insurance companies; Victoria $100, 
and New Westminster $100. These im­
poses were evaded by the companies 
not having offices in the province and 
as a r.esult the government and the 
municipalities suffered, and the prac­
tice generally was not, he believed, in 
the best interests of the province. The 
Dominion Act made no provision to 
avoid what had occurred in British 
Columbia. The business done by out­
side companies was very large. They 
cut rgtes,' and while this was a seem­
ing advantage to the people insured, it 
was a very/ dangerous system. Mr. Bod­
well cited a case in point- A fire had 
occurred at Vancouver recently and 
there had been a dispute about the loss. 
The company declined to settle and the 
people insured, as it is an outside com­
pany, cannot have a writ issued here 
to go where the company has residence. 
Then even if a suit is started in the 
foreign country he finds a different set 
of conditions from those which obtain 
under the local act. The general pub­
lic did not understand that they got no 
legal contract with these outside com­
panies, but only that which is binding 
on the honor of the company : and as 
long as human nature remained as it 
was, in the event of a big conflagration 
the temptation to evade payment would 
be strong.

Wellingeton, Wash., March 5.—It is 
a strange cortege which to-day is 
bearing the victims of Tuesday’s dis­
aster over the dangerous trails skirt­
ing the perilous chasms to the Scenic 
Hot Springs. The bodies are placed on 
sleighs, but are drawn by men, and in 
places the trail is so dangerous that a 
single slip might lead to fresh fatali­
ties. Wellingtph depot is so crowded 
with dead bodies that it is almost im­
possible to move about. Seven under­
takers are working continuously em­
balming the bodies, while the rescue 
work continues feverishly.

Twelve bodies were found yesterday, 
including Conductor J. M. Parzybok.

A fierce blizzard is raging at Wel­
lington and along the trail to Scenic. 
The newspapermen returned to Scenic 
to spend the night and on returning 
to-Wellington at daylight this morning 
found the trail nearly obliterated.
