OPIOM SMUGELERS 1.
‘CUSTOM: DFFICIALS

Many-Attempts Made by Law-
Breakers, but Are Gen-
erally Frustrated

With laws in force prohibiting the
importation of opium to Canada or the
United States, there is a certain class
of men alon'g the water front and
aboard Pacific liners, plying between
the Orfent and this coust, who are at-
tempting to best the custom officials in
smuggling this ‘forbidden drug into this
country. Severe penaltie§ have been
provided by the governments of both
countries,  providing ' for the punish-
ment'of any caught trying the trick,
but despite ' these many are making
continuous efforts. The eagle eyes of
the customs officers have detected and
frustrated many attacks made. Re-
cently, When the big Hill liner Minne-
sota arrived at Seattle from China, over
$20,000 worth of opium was found se-
creted in various ‘parts of her large
holds,

An #dttempt at Vancoftver has just
been -brought to light. David Craw-
ford, on Thursday morning, probably
under the impression that his move-
ments would not be noticed during the
change of watch, leisurely sauntered
down the gangway of thé -Empress of
India with ten tins of opium conceal-
ed under his coat. Upon making the
dock he  nonchanalantly passed the
time" of  ddy with the custom officers
on duty. This proved to be his undo-
ing.

The customs en immediotely called
his bluff and searched Crawford's per-
Bon for contraband. The examination
disclosed the ten tins of oplum which
‘Crawford had secreted in his capacious
‘pookets, 'and Crawford was quite at a
logs for &.convincing explanatfon when
charged 'with attempted smuggling.

It was at first thought that Crawford
was ‘2 member of the deck crew, but
after making inquiries: abeard  the
white liner the customs authorities were
informed the smuggler was unknown
aboard the Empress.

DEATH OF DR, S. D POPE
LEADING EDUCATIONIST

One of Victoria’s. mest prominent
citizens, and a gentleman who for
many years was connected with pub-
Hc life, passed away early this morn-
ing at the family residence, 2709 Rock
Bay avenue, in the person of Dr.
Although he -had

was entirely unexpected.

The late Dr. Pope, who was . 68
years of age, came to this city in the
year 1876 and for ten years was ac-
tively engaged in teaghing school. In
1884 he was appointed to the 'position
of superintendent of education for the
province of British Columbia, and as
a result of the capable ~manner in
which he Tulfilled the duties connected
with that office he received the hon-
orary degree of doctor of laws; For
fifteen years he Iabored in building up
the system, retiring from the post in
1899,

Since that date he had been conducting
the private school known as the Queen’s
Academy, which,; through his wenderful
teaching powers, gained rapidly in num-
bers. and was. one of the most ‘successful
schools in this city. Prior to his arrival
In Vietoria he had filled the position of a
teacher In many céntres.

During his long resldence here Dr. Pope
beécame widely known, and the news of
hig sudden death comes as a great sur-
prise to his mumerous friends. ‘He is sur-
vived by a sorrowing ‘widow, four daugh-
ters,  Mrs. Harding, Craigflower road;
