low prices being obtained for lumber in the
English and American markets at the present
time, aud to the fact there ssems to be
little prospect of improvement as the season
advances, they fear that it will not pay to
kecp their mills ruoning the whole season
through in any case. The mills started
early in the season but there is still a good
supply of logs on hand, enough to keep them
sawing the whole season through. But a
considerable quantity of timber was shipped
to the American market during the winter
and spring, makiog the stocks there quite
large. Then the lumber boycott snd strike
came on ino New York, which suspended
building operations and hung up the lumbqr
trade sltogether.there for about a h and
