“And may T not return to Marabel
in triumph 7 I asked.

Yet perhdvs only a poet
could describe mv Fatima, for in her
v.ere furely combined the perfection
of equine virtue and beauty.

Never anything more lovely, more
dainty and proud moved on four legs.

She was neither big nor heavy, but
her muscles were of whalebone, and
her bones of the finest-tempered steel.
Her limbs indeed were llke wrought
metal in the firmness. cleanness, and
grace of them, and the trunk in ex-
quisiteness of curve and symmetry of
parts was such as a sculptor may have
dreamed of, but has never matched in
bronze or marble. The sum total of
that animate loveliness—the silken bay
coat, the softly sloping shouldere, the
buoyancy of the curved back, the fiery
pride of the arched neck, the full
round haunches, the rich sweep of
mane and tail, the sharp, daintly pois-
ed ears, the broad forehead, and the
fine muszle, and, above all, the spirit
of the alert full orbed eye—is beyond
the power of anv artist save nature
herself, nor does nature take such
pains anywhere out of Arabia.

‘When Fatima found me in the sad-
dle she began to glide through the gid-
dy masze with an ease and fluency of
motion that to me was like a fore-
taste of heaven. I plumed myself on
my horsemanship, for one of the few
things I learned thoroughly as a boy
Was to stick on the bask of anything

that could take a bit between its tecth,
and no doubt I had now the conceit
to hold up my head as a fit rider for
the noblest of steeds. But, indeed,
an old wife could have sat that sup-
ple, mincing creature with security,
though the upward glance of her eye,
with its intimation of suppressed fire,
told that under different conditions she
could behave in a totally different
manner. I was afterward ; to prove
how her spirit and behaviour varied
with varying circumstances.

Presently the muezzin began to cry
plaintively from the minarets, and the
soldiers and citizens. trooped off to the
mosques to pray for pardon and vic-
tory, leaving only a few men to look
after the beasts. As my company in
worship would defile the sacred places
of Moslem, I also remained behind.

When the worshippers returned from
their devotions, the baggage camels
were put into line and examined by
the officers, the horses and dromeda-
ries being made ready for their riders
while the examination was proceeding.
Then came supper, and in honour of
the great occasion many sheep were
slaughtered and roasted whole over
big fires. The* hissing tarcasses had
hardly time to take a brown crust when
they were torn asunder and eaten in
huge mouthfuls by a ravenous host,
who washed down the burning meat
with copious draughts of goat's milk.
As 1 did not care to enter the lists in
such a contest, I contented myself with
& piece of doughy bread, some dates,
and a cup of coffee.. .

When the meal was over, ‘- a char-
acteristic ceremony was enacted. A
calf only a few days old was led into
the open space and killed with a sword,
it® blood being made to flow inward to-
ward the castle. The animal's life ex-
tinct, every man who was to accom-
pany the expedition stepped solemnly
over the body, which was then burned,
80 that no dog or other unclean beast
might eat any part of the flesh. This
I8 supposed to bring-good fortune, and
an Arab army could not be induced to
take the fleld without first observing
the sacrificial rite. The calf safely
Jremated, the men immediately. mount-
ed their camels and horses and wheeled
Into line. Then Abou Kuram, going
to the front, delivered a short oration
on the glory of war and the bravery
¢ his soldjers, which evoked uproarious
Applause from the flatiered,

Ere it died away the kettledrums
were rattling and the cymbals clash.
Ing the advance, and, amid vociferous
cries of “ God save Abou Xuram; God
give the victery to Abou Kuram,” the
strangely-assorted troops swung slow-
ly into line. The huge serpentine pro-
dession wound tediously through the
narrow, tortuous streets, in which two
samelmen found it hard to . march
wbreast, but its terdy collings were en-
livened by the caperings and shoutings
of the mob who ran in front of us and
hung on our heels, and, to their own
immediate peril, squeezed and pressed
on both sides of us,

On the outskirts of the town the
people stopped, finding the pace on the
pen ground beyond their capacity in

running, so they stood there and yel
ed themselves hoarse with blessings
and good wishes, which we acknow-
ledged with resounding cheers. As
we deployed into open order for great-
er ease in marching, I caught a lnsg
glimpse of Said Achmet, who stood
apart, waving his hands as if to sig-
nity he had a double interest in the
receding column. Both Tabal and my-
pelf waved our adieu In return, and
from me there went with it a heart-
felt benediction.

CHAPTER XVIIL
THE MARCH.

The detalls of the march need not
be narrated at length. Our journey
Jay over scarred and blighted ground,
and ecross sandy plains, and in and
out among oircular sandhilis—loose,
impermanent heaps, which the winds
of the desert twist and curve and fling
about In their wanton, lonely sport;
desolate heaps that hide the bones of
the perished traveller, and are forever
moving their formless lips with a si-
lent, stealthy motion, to suck in and
overwhelm the living. No man knows
the deep treachery of mother earth

The pace, however, was brisk, for
man and beast were fresh and eager.

The cam-
els, swinging at a steady trot, had
much the best of {t, for when the hard
hoot of the horse sinks and slips the
elastic, spongy foot of the camel
spreads like a web, gnd he passes as
easily and safely over drifting sands
a8 & spowshoer over ‘gmothering
wreaths. It was then I first under-
stood how truly the -camel deserves
its title of the ship of the desert, for
as ships pass along their liquid way,
so the camel treads his unstable course
over the sandy  wastes, Yet - the
horses, tco, had uncommon lightnsss
and skill in making way where every
step forward was & half-step back-
ward.

To the horseman the first sensation
of 8 desert ride is as If he were poised
on springs of ineffgble delicacy, which
swayed gently on the slightest pres-
sure. Much of this luxurious ease is
due to the yielding track, but some-
thing also to the springy motion of the
Arab horse. To the saddle nothing
whatever is due, since it is merely
pieces of the hardest wood, roughly
nailed, and bound with thongs of raw-
hide, On sn English horse and a
macadamized road it would reduce a
trooper to helplessness in an hour; and,
{ndeed, with all the suppleness and
softness of the true Kohlan Arab sad-
dlery is apt to pain the inexperienced.
The Arabs themselves are aware of
no discomfort because they are as hard
as the wood they bestride.

On the first night we marched stead-
fly till set of moon, then halted for
food and rest. I could not half ad-
mire the quickness with which" the
fires were lighted with withered grasses
and shrubs, and the good-humoured
alacrity of the cooks in preparing the
meal. ‘To be sure it did net ocall.for
any elaborate. exercise of art, for the
rations consisted of nothing daintler
than coarse flour, sglt, and dried dates,
with some packages of .coffce. The
cooks took two or three handfuls of
flour apiece, poured water on it from
a skin and kneaded it into .a dirty
dough with dirty hands. It would be
profane in an Arab cook to have clean
hands, and 20 he keeps them religious-
ly filthy, thus giving those who eat
his preparations the benefit of many
unsuspected ingredients.

The dough, ‘which was wet perhaps
half-way to the centre, was beaten
out into thick cakes, which were laid
on the glowing embers and covered
with hot ashes. They were left thus
till converted into a sodden, soapy
paste, then.taken out, and eaten as
hot as they could be swallowed. I
nibbled ' the edge of one, but, finding
my teeth stick in it, I ate a handful
of dates, took a drink of water, and
then, wrapping my burnoose close
about me, threw myself on the ground
and slept the sweet sleep of the weary.

It seemed I had not lain five min.
utes when the kettledruma were beat-
ing the reveille, The gray dawn was
only beginning to. glimmer, ‘but al-
ready the camel-men were quarrelling
with their grunting beasts, and our
bakers were busy with the glutinous
compound they called bread. We hast.
fly swallowed @ome mouthfuls of it
etraight off the buming coals, with a
few dates and & dmmk of musty water
aplece, and were off agaln.

For awhile  the air was deliclously
cool and , and. the glories of
the opening day in the lone wilderness
as the sum broke through his curtain of
white mist were such as ‘s man be-
holds with. awe and remembers with
reverence. " But the blssing orb seen
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 fire.

turned the dewy freshness to a swel-
tering, blistering heat that was try-
ing to the nerves and temper of sien
toiling through shifting sands and
conical umull of volcanic slag. Yet
no man ~omplained, only as we mopped
cur streaming faces the conversation
lagged, and here and there a man gave
a low involuntary moan. Save such
intermittent nolses and the dreary.
monotonous, sift, sift, sift, of animals’
feet in the sand, there was mnot a
sound. When the sun mounts in his
might, desert travelers are apt to fall
silent,

Toward noon, when we had almost
reached the point of utter dissolution,
we galned the crest of a low ridge,
whence, looking to the north-west, we
saw what evoked a cry of gladness
from nearly ‘every throat in the com-
pany.
