There was an al.rm of fire about nine
o'clock on Mowday evening, led by the
Town Hall fire b.ll, followed by the
electric light station whistle. There were
different stitements by peisons on the
streets as to its location, some saying it
was at Me.

The piston-strokes of the Ronald
eng'ne were heard in intermittant and
irregular beaty now slow and again fast,
like the exhaust of a railway engine
when the driving wheels are slipping on
the rails. Still, no water came through
the hose, and everybody asked what was
the matter 7 People who had followed
the lead of the hose line back from the
scene of fire said that the engine failed to
lift water from the river through the
suotion hose. It was aleo learned that
of the suction
hose wr s firat placed over the wharf it
was carelessly allowed to rest on a wharf
‘log instead of being submerged and, for
s time, air would have besn sucked had
the pump been in working order.

The stupidity of not submerging the
st-ainer being remedied, it was thonght
there would be no further trouble in
sending water through the hose. No so,
however, for although the pump was
worked at fast, medinm and slow speed,
no weter was lifted into it. It absolute-
ly failed to work.

Meantime, _the engineer, inspector
sod other town officials supposed
to know something ‘of such matters
worked with lever and valve, pet-cock and
wrench, until the second engine, having
been sent for by ald. Hocken, ohsirman
of the Fire Committee, arrived and was
placed at the front of the wharf, and as
soon as there was sufficient steam gener-
ated, it was started and threw water in
very efficient style.

Then the Ronald was abandoned for all
fire-extinguishing purposes.

It was just forty-nine minutes—practic-
ally ten minutes short of an hour—from
the tima the alarm was given uatil water
reached the fire from a town steam fire
engine. :

Novody blamed the Ronald engine.

Water having come, very short work
was made of the fice. . Indeed, it seemed
that a few buckets of water ought to have
put. it out while the wait for water
from the steam fire engines was being
indulged in. Very little damage was
done to the building by fire, but the
stock was necessarily much destroyed by
water, a large propoction of the goods
being in light packages, which were sent
flying whenever the stream from the
nozzle struck them, while all the stnck
was more or less damaged. j

The condition of the Ronald engine—
its absolute failure to work—is a subject
that onght to be thoroughly inquired
into.

FRENCH ‘CANADIAN COWS,

. Sinoe this test commenced oa May lst
there have been a great many inquiries about ;
the French' Cavadian ocows, their work
bavivg aroused considerable interest in all
parts of the country.

- “The French settlers who first came to
Caoada were natives of Brittany and Nor-
mandy, Feance. "The first cattle ia Quebeo,
in 1620 or thereabouts, were brought, no
doubt, from these two districts. No
importations of other breeds worth mention-
ing are reported in the history of the
| province uatil about 1300 Between 1776
asnd 1850 a few herds ot Euglish cattle,
mostly Ayrshires sad Shorthorn, were
brought into the provioce but they were
brought by wealthy Englishmen living npear
Montreal and Quebes, where they are still
to be fonod. They found but hittle fuvor
with the French inhabitants in the poorer
region aud in the remote parts along 'the
Laurentisn and the lower parts of the St
Lawreoce, both north and south, as they
were loath to oross their - bardy little cows
with the larger breeds fearing with good
reason that they could not grow sufficient
foed to keep the larger animals alive, to say
nothing of profit, during the seven months
of the winter. Thus they have been kept
distinet for over 250 years and in-and-in
breeding has been reported to fix in a sure
manner, the ochesiacterietics of the breed.
Thus they have wuch the appearance of the
Brittany cattle of to-day. It may be noted
here that the Freuch Canadian, the Jereey,
Guernsey, Kerry and Brittany ocattle are all
supposed to come from the same origin, and
the Brittaoy is usually allowed to be the
older atock, the d.fferent breeds being
modified by climate, care aod perhaps
individual characteristios of animals bred
from, until they vary from the 500 pound
Kerry to the Guernsey almost as large as
the Shorthors. The three quailties claimed
for the French Canadians are hardiness, easy
keeping qualities and richness of milk. As
they are emall, the cows averagiog about 700
poande each, they do not require large
amouata of food. Io form they are some-
thiog like the Jersey, in oolor principally
duark brown or black, with brown stripes on
the back end around the muszsle, or brown
with black points, brindle, or even yellow.”
