When the water has been incorpot-
ated during the ckurning or washing
of the butter, the butter can be thor
ouguly drained before the salt is add
ed. The salt should be added to the
butter after it has assumed a gather—
ed condition—that is, salt should not
be added to the butter while it is in
a hard, granular condition: When
the salt.is added while the butter 1s
present in this gathered condition
thg workers should be put in gear at
on-e after the salt has been added,
otherwise the sait will'be scattered all
over the in<ide of the churn.
