natare should have revolted. . You might have been
cerain that a sense of duty would have led every

well disposed person to resist yoa at his ife— When
you made your first step, you placed (vonuelves in
a sitaation to it the most desy excesses,
and you did commit them ;—excess®s at which I
have no donbt, at one period of your lives, you
wonld both of yoa have shuddered. It is for this
reason, among others, that treason is justly regarded
as the-greatesy of all erimes; for thoss who engage
in rebellion ean go but 1 little way withont involving

/  themselves in many offences of the very darkest dye; |

and the short history of your treason presents melan-
¢holy proofs of this.

Consider now, prisoners the miserable eonse-
qnences that have &llnwed your rebellion. T will
not dwell upon asubject which ought to be, and
which I dare say is, most distressing to you ; I mean
the rain and discredit which yon have brought apon
{our unhappy families : but think apon the many
hundreds of other inmocent persons pon whom

this wicked attemipt of yonts has brought snfferings
and shame, if not utter destrnction.  These all might
have been now living in peace and happiness; but
you know that at this moment their neatest relations
—those upon whom they depended for comfort and
anpport—are either scattered over a foreign land, as
fagitives from justice, or are now suffering in prison

with the dreadful prospect before them of being ar

raigned upon charges for which they must answer

with their lives.
