POOR DOCUMENT

Information from the Dominion Department
L of Agriculture. o

~ The Dominion department of agriculture
gives the following information relating to
the breeds of poultry whose chickens fat-
ten most profitably: We are pleased to
note the advancement of chicken fatten-
ing in Canada, and would advise all farm-
ers intending to fatten their chickens to
raise the suitab'e breeds recommended by
Prof. Robertzon.

Since the preferences in every market
determine what sort of goods is most read-
ily sold on that market, in catering for
the high-class pouliry trade of England,
the qualities sought for in the best trade
poultry must be carefully considered.

“These qualities are: Plumpness of breast,

whiteness of skin, fineness of grain, small-
ness of bone and absence of offal. !
Bréeding stock, whose chickens fatien

profitably and are suitable for the bestif

English markets, coneist of fowls of a
square shape, with long, broad breast, and

straight keel, the wings of large size, and |

the combs as small as possible. The birds
must be active, healthy and vigorous; the.
chickens should be hardy, mature early.
and fatten readily. Heavy-boned and
heavy-legged poultry must be, avoided.

With regard to the breed of fowl to be
made use of,” the barred plymouth rock
has fattencd very satisfactorily at the Do-
minion government poultry fattening sta-
tions. At the Bondville, Que., station, Mr.
Hillhouse fattened a number of barred
rock cozkrels that, when dressed and ready
to pack into the cases, weighed eight
pounds each. Some of these chickens were
exhibited at the-fat stock show in Guelph,
Ont., last Necember, and were greatly ad-
mired. Whi'st “‘they all had bright yel-
low legs, the skin of each chicken was
perfectly white.! The color of the skin is
due to the feeding. - Not one of the several
thousand chickens shipped to England last
year from tHeé poultry fattening stations
had a vellow-colored skin. Legs must not
be dark or black int color. All other qual-
ities being equal, a yellow-legged chicken
brings the same price in England as one
havinz white legs.

In breeding rocks for table quality, select
a male bird with short legs, and with a
small low comb. The English poultry-
man, remember, buys the head and the
legs of the chicken, and pays less per
round for chickens with long, heavy lezs
and large combs. Do not develop these
useless qualities.

White wyandottes fatten well at the
Whitby, Ont., fattening station. They are
superior to the barred rocks in that they

have less offal, i. e., smaller comks and |

lighter bone; they do not, however, fatten
to 2« heavy birds. The chickens mature
quickly, and are plump broilers at almost
any ago.

Throughout Canada, chicken fattening is
developing into an important branch of
agriculture. - The above breeds of poultry,
barred rocks and white wyandottes, are
recommended for fattening purposes by the
Dominion Department of Agriculture.

To show that they suit the high class-
English market, 1 quote the following let-
ter from the agent of the department of
agriculture in Tondon, England:

“Chickens were in good condition; the
cases marked ‘A’ (Whitby) particularly
good, as bright and sweet as possible and
in splendid condition. The dealers that
handled these goods said that they were

as fine chickens as - they ever
handled, and would only let
their customers have one or two

cases at a time, as they would sell for best
prices to parties that demanded the very
best class of goods.: They were prepared
and packed in the best manner; cases the
right size. These chickens compare very
favorably with the best English fowls.”

John' Elston, formerly a St. John Man, Won
When He Was 16, the Prince of Wales'
Championship.

When he was 16 years old John Elston, |

now a prosperous builder and real estate
dealer of Cambridgeport, was the best rifle
shot in Canada, and in 1860 he won the
Prince of Wales challengze cup.

Mr. Elston has been a devotee of. the
sport from the time of his 14th year, and
all St. John was enthusiastic when he canie
back from the Essex range with the $70
worth of gold in the medal, on which was
inseribed “*Jchn Elston, winner Prince of
Wales' challenge cup, 1860.” Later the
cup- was sent out from England by the
prince, now King Edward Vil 1t was
silver, lined with gold, and Mr. Elston
had the first drink out of it. Me did not,
however, take part in any cf the future
cup matches, as shortly after that time he
came to Boston to go into business. The
conditions ‘govérning the cup competition
were that, to become absolute owner of
the trophy, it should be won three times
in succession.

Mr. Elston came to this city in 1860 and
saw the Prince of Wales at the Revera
House when he was making his Anicrican
tour.

Mr. Flston has also in his possession a
massive silver medal and other minor
prizes won at’the ranges in New Bruns-
wick.—Boston Gloke.

Privates for. Desertion--Legisla-
tureOpening--Aldermen, Officials,
‘and Justices of the Peace Swear
Allegiance.

Trederiicion, Jan. 29.—(Special)—A dis-
trict court martial to be presided over by
Col. Loggic is to be held tomorrow, to
try Privates William and Harry. Walker,
of the R. C. R. I, on a charge of desertion.

At the city council chamber this after-
noocn the members of the city council,
civic officialls and several justices of the
peace took the oath of allegiance to His
Majesty King Edward = VIL  Juslice
Gregory admintstered the oath.

The local legislature will probably meet
about March 1st.

The opening of Hilary term of the Su-
preme Court this morning was most im-
pressive. The court room was deeply
draped. All the members of the court
were present and there was an unusually
large atendance of barnisters, all in court
costume. The term was opened by the
usual proclamation by crier, except that
the word “King” was submitted for
“Queen” and the clerk's proclamation
calling upon the sheriffs of the different
counties to return the several writs, pre-
cepts, etc., directed to them in order that
King’s justices may proceed thereon.

The chief justice then in turn
administered the oath to Justices Han-
ington, Landry, Barker, Mecl.eod and
Gregory and to Mr. T. Carleton Allen,
clerk of the court. The oath was then
administered to the shen.ff of York, keep-
er of the King's prison, to Judge Wilson,
judge of the York county court, and to
the following barristers: J. D. Phinney,
J. H. Barry, J. Howe Dixon, C. H. B.
Fisher, Geo. W. Allen, John L. Marsh,
1. B. Winslow, H. B. Rainsford, Have-
lock Coy, A. J. Gregory, F. St. John Bliss,
C. E. A. Simonds, R. 8. Crocket, Ernest
McKay, A. R. Slipp, Peter Hughes and
H. F. Alward, and to the erier, Mr. John

The chief justice deMvered an address,
one of the most eloquent and impressive
ever heard in Fredericton. His honor
paid a just tribute to the excellence of
the Queen and spoke of<the love and
affection felt for her by the people of
New Brunswick.

Bethune And DeLisle Will Unite Their
Ferces.

Carnarvon, Jan, 29—It is reported that
the Boers are entrenched at Calvinia,
which serves as their base. The district
affords them plentiful supplies of victuals
and remoun'ts.

Clanwilliam, Jan. 29— Bethune’s column,
after a heavy march, joined Delisle’s col-
amn. Col. Bethune is now in command
and it is understood that he will under-
take what is recognized as the extremely
arduous task of driving the Boers out of
Cape Colony.

Cape Town, Jan. 29—Hon. R. Solomon,
‘the attorney general of the late Schreiner
ministry, has been appointed legal adviser
to the Transvaal Colony administration.
His appointment is commended as de-
monstrating the desire of imperial goveru-
ment to conciliate the Dutch.

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 29— (Special)—The
foliowing cable was received at the de-
partment of militia today from Lord
Strathcona:
