Amnesty Matter, Refusal of Government to
Withdraw Banishment Proclamation, and

* London, April 16.—The Daily Mail in
ite issue of this morning says it under-
stands a serious hitch has occurred in the
peace negotiations in South Africa. The
cabinet council has decided to refuse a
strongly worded request from the Boer
leadérs at Pretoria for an armistice pend-
ing the negotiations. This alone is not
likely to chuse the Boers to withdraw
§rom the conference, says, the Daily Mail,
but what threatens to stop the negotia-
tions iis .the fact that the government de-
clines to place the later Cape rebels up-
on the same footing as the burghers with
respect to amnesty and is not inclined to
withdraw the banishment proclamation..
These features are regarded by the Boers
ad two cardinal points in the irreducible
minimym of terms which Lord Milmer
went to Pretoria to ascertain and in re-
turn for which the Boers agree to the
loss of independence’ and a general sur-
render. Their other demands, continues
the Daily Mail, ‘are that Great Britain
shall rebuild and restock the farms, take
over the legal claims_ and labilities of
the two republics and grant a representa-
tive: government within a shorter -period
than is now contemplated.

SUTCHERS OF LONDON
FAR A MEAT FAMI

Petition Parliament to Remove Em-
bargo on Canadian and Argentine
Cattle--Will Not Be Done.

London, April 17.—A -.aeeting of the
Butchers’ Association held here tonight,
at which representatives of the entire re-
tail meat trade of London were present,
unanimously petitioned parliament to re-
move the exisiing restrictions on the im-
portation of cattle from Canada and Ar-
gentine. The 'meeting asserted that in
view of the reduction in the Amerizan
meat supp'y the action they petitioned
was imperative in order to prevent a meat
famine during the coronation of the king.

Replying to a question .in the house of
commons this evening, R. W. Hanbury,
president of the board of agriculture, said
the government had mo reason to appre-
hend a seriopns meat shortage and that it
could not entertain a proposal to r2mit
the restrictions on cattle imported from
Canada.

First Annual Cenvention of Canadian So-
ciety at Ottawa,

Ottawa, April 17.—(Special)—The
governor general presided over the
first annual convention of the
society for the prevention of tuber-

culosis tonight. In outlining ‘the objects
of the association his excellency said that
it was to arouse public interest in the
prevention of tuberculosis and then, by
collating the best opinions and dissemi-
nating them, to give instruction in simple
means of prevention which ordinary care
renders feasible. The speaker of the even-
ing was Dr. Knopf, the celebrated special-
ist of New York, who pointed out that
Canada was away ahead of the United
States in this respect, as the States had
not yet a national organization for the
prevention of the disease. The principal
preventative to be used was the increas-
ing of knowledge among the people in or-
der that they might take the ordinary
measures to prevent the disease originat-
ing.

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WHOLESALE SURRENDER,

ENTIRE INSURGENT FORCE IN TWO
PROVINCES OF PHILIPPINES.

Malvar Unconditionally Gives In and Orders
His Followers to Do Likewise--Expected
That Similar Action Has Been Taken in
Samar--Merchants Happy.

Manila, April 16.—Gen. Malvar has sur-
rendered unconditionally to Brigadiar Gen-
eral J. Franklin Bell at Lipa, Batangas
provinee, with the entire insurgent force
of the provinces of Laguna and Batangas.
Gen. Bell says his' (Bell’s) influence is
sufficient to queil the insurrectionary
movements in Tayabas and Cavite prov

Gen. Wheaton, reporting to
the division headquarters, says that ail
resistance in his departmenmt has ended
and that the surrenders just amnounced
mean -that the ports will be opened and
that the Filipinos in the detention camps
can be allowed 'to return to their homes
in time to plant the crops. ;

TEACHERS FOR SOUTH AFRICK ARE i

| GIVEN EVERY COMFORT BY GOVERNMENT,

Nili Leave Here' Saturday—Paid Railway andPullman Ex-
penses, and Given First-class Accommodation on Steamer
—Chat With the Man in Charge.

The manner in which the lady teachers
of the second contingent for South Africa
picked out their staterooms on board the
steamship Lake Ontario at this port Thurs-
day and arranged for their comfort on
the voyage to Liverpool, testified to the
error of the despatch from Halifax that
they were being sent second class. They
have the best of everything that the ship
can provide and expressed themselves
last night as delighted with the arrange-
ments. In order to prevent the muss
and trouble which occurred at the last
moment in straightening out their bag-
gage and effects by the first conimgent
which went on the Corinthian, the gov-
ernment authorities got all the members
of the second lot to report here yester-
day and the result is that they have been
able to meet each other and get acquaint-
ed before embarking to sail on Saturday.
The reason for the delay at Halifax, it is
explained by the agent, was to give the
teachers up until the last minute at their
homes, but the connections in some cases
proved inefiective and the ghip had to
be held for them. How the Halifax cor-
respondent got the idea of second-class
accommodations, however, is a mystery.

The endcavor of the government agents
has been to make the departure of the
teachers as pleasant as possible in every
respect. Not only are they given the best
of rooms on the ship, but tickets were sent
them for the rail journey from their near-
edt home station to this port, as well as
Pullman car accommodation, and _in each
case, also, was sent a cheque to cover the
cost of medical examination, meals and
ocher expenses en route. Besides this, a
month’s salary in advance is paid to each
teacher before sailing. The arrangements
for the transportation have been looked
after by F. Colson, accountant of the de-
partment of the secretary. of state at Ot-
tawa, who is an old newspaper man, hav-
