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to pay the money still due on the pump, which, together with the digging of the
well, cost $52.25, and then to secure verandahs which will add greatly to the
appearance of ‘‘Summerholm” as well as to its comfort.

We take this opportunity to thank all those who, by their contributions, have
aided us in the purchase, building and improving of ‘‘Summerholm.”

We have indicated briefly, in this report, what our work aims to do for the
up-lifting of young women by surrounding them with helpful associations, and we
ask your sympathy and co-operation. New avenues of usefulness, yet unentered, -
stretch before us beckoning us onward.
