5 cept as to the power and authority hereby
given to the said Marc Antoine Primeaux
and Antoine A. Trottier, their heirs and
legal representatives, and except as to the
rights which are hereby expressly altered

10 and extinguished,) but that Her Majesty, the
Queen, Her Heirs and Successors, and all and
every person or persons, body politic or cor-
porate, their heirs and assigns, executors and
administrators, shall have and exercise the

15 same rights ( with the exceptions afore-
said ) as they and each of thein had before
the passing of this Act, to every effect and
purpose whatsoever, and in as ample a
manner as if this Act had never been

20 passed.

XXXIII. And be it enacted, That the pe- renaities how
nalties hereby imposed, shall, upon proof of recoverable.
