not make it any less stupid.

If | call your review mealy-
mouthed. it ic not only becausel
wish 10 disagree with your
reviewer's bland approval. but
also because that metaphor is
singularly and unfortunately apt
to describe the physical plight
of any unfortunate who dines at
the Pyrogy House.
