The most controver-
sial period of that decade was the
year the Getaway wenton strike to
protest an attempt by Students’

of quality and ethics on the staff.
The result was the suspension of
the paper by the Canadian Un-
iversity Press (CUP), and the
formation of a CUP-sanctioned
underground newspaper, the Pud-
pounder. Most of the people who
worked for this paper are now
dead or serving time in federal
penitentiaries.

Since the early '70s, the paper
has devoted its pages to the study
of such issues as women's rights,
U.S. repression in South-East
Asia, women's rights, US. op-
pression in Central America,
women's rights, and U.S. repres-
sion everywhere else. Other issues
covered include earwax and how
generally rotten all engineers
everywhere are.

This brings us up to the
1980s. Unfortunately, what with
last night's announcement, it
doesn’t look as if there’s going to
be much of a 1980’s for the
Getaway to report.
