On only tv;o occasions were any of our guns, m German
hands.

The first at Ypres in 1915 when the London 4,7 battery,
air English Battery et cached to us, was over run, due to the 
Germans breaking through on our left.

The second at Sanctuary Vood in 1916, when two of our 
forward guns were taken.

On each occasion the guns were recovered, in the sub­
sequent fighting.
