It bas sesmsd %o us that besides these words belns descristive of
Isabel’'s own 1ife and character, they would be particalarly
appropriate on a tablet o be erectad by the Giris S=m Club, for
they are words which doubtless Isabel has herself frequently used
in teaching the girls, and they sre words the =saning of which
the girls themselves and those whe suceesd thes In the Club will
readily comorehend; and in fast they would be particularly appro-
priate as a motto for the Club itsalrf. it has seemed to us that
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if thess words were placed ss a sort of 1ittls rummins border at
the top of the tablet, and as a runnins border at the botiom were
inseried the words, Ersciad by frisnds and membars of the Girls
Own Club”, the eentre of the tablel within a =mall frane could be
reserved for its distimetively memorial features.
