AN IRISH ABYMSINIAN

An ‘“‘Irish Abyssinian’ must strike
most people as a peculiar human
product. Yet a personage to whom
this descmiption applies is to visit
Ireland in a week or two. He has
spent forty years in the land of the
Emperor Menelik and thinks it near-
ly time he should make the acquain-
tance of the land of his own fathers
His name is McKelvey. Leaving
Ireland as a cabin boy aboard a
trading vessel, he drifted intfgv Abys-
sinia about the time of the British
invasion in 1868. Cutting himself
off from friends and relations, he
completely lost his Celtic individual-
ity and adopted the language, the
costume, and the customs of* Abys-
sinia.

He had almost forgotten his ori-
gin when Sir John Harrington, an-
other Irishman, reached the court of
Emperor Menelik as British ambas-
sador. The story of McKelvey was
related to Sir John, who listened to
it with some degree of incredulity.
But after an interview the new am-
bassador saw that the Irish Abys-
sinian might be utilized as an inter-
imperfect as his knowledge
of English was. He is now coming
to Ireland on a six months’ leave
and, no douht, will add Gaelic to his
other linguistic accomplishments be-
fore he returns to the court of King
Menelik.
