HALL STOVE.

The base plate is of cast iron in the place of
zinc or other perishable material and is raised
sufficient for the cold air on the floor to pass up
tbrough its raised and hollow cone-shape to the
stove, and the cirgulation produced thereby
equalizes the temperature olpthe room.

They can be rotated together
cr ceparately.
