>PARIS, Mar. 15.—The violence of 
the German bombardment of French 
positions between Bethancourt 
Curieres, north-west of Verdun re­
doubled to-day after Which German 
infantry fiercely attacked this sector. 
They were repulsed along the whole 
front with serious losses, according 
to an official statement issued to­
night by the French, War Office. The 
Germans, however succeeded in set­
ting foot in French trenches at two 
points between Bethancourt and Le 
Mort Homme.

The posi­
tion was, however, always improving 
in the matter of pilots. The shortage 
in engines had caused the Govern­
ment great anxiety from the outset, 
when Great Britain was behind France 
and Germany, but now, he said, the 
majority of engines were of British 
manufacture. He mentioned that the 
purchase of horses of Canada and the 
United States would now cease, as 
Britain was able to provide for the 
wastage in horses, but milles would 
still be required from abroad. The av­
erage annual mortality of horses was 
well under ten per cçnt. He illus­
trated the tremendous^ developments 
of the Army, saying that whereas in 
peace time there were under two mil­
lion articles of apparel, suclf as tunics 
and boots, similar articles had sur­
feited. Since the war began they had 
produced 117 million of these articles, 
while the stores purchased would have 
lasted 140 normal year. >
