faculty of moral training. The great mass
of nursery governesses and companions are
lutely ineft t, these two

being only resorted to by those who are
quite incompetont to follow any other,

1t.is almost equally difficult to fiud a satis-
factory dress-maker or seamstress. Thoey
are nearly all superficial and un-thorough,
to coin & word, But with special training
and tochnical tesching & new era may bo
hoped for. Women have been wasted, for
the most part, until now, and with the de-
velopment of their working faculties will
come u great surprise for those who have
for 8o long o poriod underrated their pow-
ers.

There is just this germ of truth in the
