If
the articles are good and a little
cheaper than' can .be gotten else-
where, and_on as easy terms, they
will sell, but established- traders
have nothing to fear.

Hero-Worsniprers need no longoer
draw inspiration from Marathon or
Thermopyle, or kneel at the shrine
of Joan of Arc, or seek the land of
William Tell for tales of patriotism.
The Washingtons and Patrick Henrys
of the future can flnd material to fire
their imaginations with indignant
wrath in learning the story of the
Massacre of Fort Robinson, where
men as grand as Horatius in their
bravery, and cherishing as passionate
a devotion for their homes and people
as the Captives of Babylon, were shot
down by dozens in the snow. , To save
themselves from starvation, a few
weeks ago, they ran away from. the
rescrvation ou which they had been
located on the Indian Territory, near
Fort Leavenworth; Kansas; and made
one of the longest and most success-
ful marches on record. Completely
exhausted and worn by a thousand
miles’ tramp, they surrendered to the
United States troops, the.commander
promising them his best exertions
would be used to prevent their being
ordered back. They were penned up
at Fort Robinson, Nebraska. After
long delay the Indian Bureau ordered
them back. They refused to go.
Rations were withheld from them to
break down their resolution by the
freezing and starving process.
hey said it was easier to starve
there than in the Territory. They
refused food for their children, and
commenced singing the death song.
Determined, however, to make one
more effort for life and liberty, they
dashed from their prison; throngh the
guards, and off on the open prairie.
The troops followed them in hot pur-
snit. The next day (January 10th)
the troops had run down, shot and
brought into the post the bodies of
20 Indians, 8 squaws and 2 children,
and although the Indians had no
supplies and no horses, and were en-
cumbered with squaws and children,
the bulk of them escaped from their
pursuers. The authorities obtained’
the aid of Sioux scouts who, well
mounted and amply provided, follow-
ed theill-fated Chieyennes. On 28rd
four companies of artillery and the
Sioux came upon them, 46 miles from
Bluff Station, Neb. Thn Cheyennes
entrenched themselves in rifle’ pits,
and fonght with their pistols till their
powder gave out, and then rushed at
the troops with their hunting knives.
A fight at sugh odds was soon over,
and 28 bucks, 4 squaws aud 2 pa-
pooses were found dead on the fleld,
leaving but 9 Cheyennes alive out of
the entire band, and 6 of these were
wounded,

If faithleseness and perjury,
if rohbery and cruelty entail moral
consequences to nations as to indi-
viduals, so sure will a most terrible
punishment be meted out to the
United States for the policy of spolia-
tion and extermination so rutblessly
pursued towards ite.

The first sale of the canned
article took place on 1st May, and
orders are now received not only
from all points in the United States,
but France, England, Secotland,
Turkey, China and Soath Ameriza
have become customers. The firm
employs 250 hands in preparing and
packing the fish balls solidly in tin
cans, which are then hermetically
sealed, and 60 tinners in making the
cans. The best of butler is used.
Since 18t September, 20,000 bushels
of Nova Scotia potatoes have been
used.

The market in England. for Ca~
nadian beef is practically unlimited.
