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The Irish Question,

—Affairs in Ireland appear to be 
in a much better condition than they 
wei> a year ago. The agrarian 
outrages for the month of October 
numbered but 111 as against 511 
for the corresponding month of last 
year. And now it would seem that 
Ireland may at no very remote date 
obtain a greater or less measure of 
that Home Rule which Parnell and 
his party have so long been claiming 
as her due. Mr. Gladstone has be­
gun to speak of the profound interest 
he feels in the question of l*cal self- 
government in Ireland, and has 
virtually intimated that if the Irish 
members will scratch his back 
regards the closure, he will scratch 
theirs in the matter of Home Rule. 
But in view of the fact that the 
closure, if adopted, will to a large 
degree paralyze their powers of ob­
struction to the exercise of which 
they owe their legislative victories 
of the last year or two, they have 
concluded to oppose Mr. Gladstone 
in this matter. They may, how­
ever, find that they are pursuing a 
mistaken policy. Sir Stafford North 
cote’s motion that the first closure 
resolution be rejected was defeated 
by a majority of 44, although the 
Parnellites voted for it. They will 
not apparently be in a very pleasant 
position if in the teeth of their op 
position are carried these rules of 
precedence which [Gladstone claims 
are necessary, if for nothing else, at 
least for the enacting of Home 
Rule legislation for Ireland. It 
would certainly be rather amusing 
if theTremier on the passing of the 
closure should proceed to make use 
of it in forcing through legislation 
for the benefit of Ireland, and thus 
put Parnell and his followers before 
the country in the light of virtual 
obstructors of the remedial measures 
the necessity of which they have so 
long and so earnestly been urging,

—The Montreal Board of Trade 
has concluded to ask the Govern 
ment to abolish tolls on all the Ca­
nadian canals at the opening of 
navigation next year. This action 
is taken in consequence of the 
adoption of the free canal amend 
ment to the Constitution of New 
York. The Canadians are quick to 
perceive what the effect of making

__ New York’s-ca.nals4reo-wUl be, itrudj
having spent $40,000,000 op their 
own canals, they are alarmed lest 
the trade they have attracted away 
from us at such expense shall slip 
out of their hands again. With 
wise and economical management 
of her free canals, New York can re­
claim the business that has been 
drawn away from her by her com 
paratively small but exceedingly 
active rivals —N. Y. Sun. The 
revenue from the Welland and St, 
Lawrence canals is $250,000 per 
annum, and the loss of this sum tho: 
serious is a trifle in comparison with 
the loss of trade by reason of 
diversion through the Erie Canal 
The tonnage lest year through the 
Welland canal was 760,000, of 
which 629,000 tons belonged to the 
United States. The congratulations 
of the Sun that the abolition of tolls 
on the Erie Canal will restore its 
supremacy are premature. The 
prospects aie that the Erie Canal is 
hopelessly beaten and distanced in 
the race for Western grain transpor­
tation. The cost of transportation 
of grain per bushel from Chicago to 
Buffalo is l£c., from Buffalo to New 
5^-c., total cost per bushel from 
Chicago to New York 6fc. By the 
St. Lawrence route the cost has 
been as follows : Chicago to Kings 
ton 4£c., Kingston to Montreal 2^c., 
total from Chicago to Montreal 6^c. 
But by the enlargement of the Ca­
nadian canals, vessels ot a very 
large capacity oven up to 80,000 
bushels can go through the Canadian 
canals, whereby the freight can be 
reduced, it is estimated at least one 
half. Vessels of a corresponding 
size could not find a passage away 
through the 345 miles of Eric Canal, 
except the letter be enlarged at an 
enormous cost—a cost that is not 
likely to be incurred.

—Mr. J. C. Langelier„a brother 
of Mayor Langeiier, of Quebec, con 
tends that at least 244,000 square 
miles of region about James Bay con­
sists of good agricultural lands sus­
ceptible of the higheslcultivation, and 
as good, if not better, than any in the 

. fertile belt of the Saskatchewan ; 
that an area of at least 200,000*000 
acres there is clothed with timbered 
for export and local consumption, 
as well as capable of being easily 
driven from the height of land by 
water to James Bay throughout its 
cultivable is as fine and even warm­
er tlipn Manitoba, resembling more 
that of Ontario, but with less 
damp and fog than in Ontario. 
He claims that the quantity of cul­
tivable land around James Bay as 
well as the development of its min­
eral and forest resources is capable 
of sustaining a population of thirty 
million souls.

—The advantage to a country of 
governing it on the Cartwright 
principles, of deficits is well illus­
trated in the case of Russia. Her 
latest loan brings up her debt to 
553 millions stg. Nearly one half 
of this enormous burden on the pro­
ductive energies ot the people has 
been created during the past ten 
years by deficits averaging 24 
millions per annum. Russia’s dangers 
are less social than financial ; the 
annual deficits have biought the 
country to the verge of pauperiza­
tion.

—Two new Railways will be 
opened next spring, viz : the Richi- 
bucto branch and the Harvey branch. 
Both are receiving rails.

Harper's Magazine for December 
has reached ns. Its engravings, as 
usual, are very meritorious, while 
its letter-press, as is also usual, 
varies in worth. Of the continued 
stories, For the Major and Shandon 
Bells, we shall say nothing. Of the 
short stories, The Singular Vote of 
Aut Tilbox is to oar minds extreme­
ly feeble and preposterous. Tom's 
Moniment is very much l>etter and 
so is Among the Rose Roots, a narra­
tive which, we understand, purports 
to deal with genuine experiences of 
industrial life and is written -by a 
working girl. So much for the 
fiction. Henry Morton contributes 
a scientific article entitled Storing 
Electricity from which we learn how 
this subtle and mysterious-force can 
actually bo stowed away in specially 
prepared cells and carried all over 
creation. There is, it is true, a cer­
tain quantity of loss so that all the 
electricity stored cannot be 
recovered in the form of working 
energy, but this loss is in many 
cases far more than counterbalanced 
by the handiness, portability, and 
cleanliness of the storage battery. 
Of descriptive articles wo have 
rather more than a fair share for one 
number of the magazine. The 
Great Sea-Fort of Western France is 
a most excellent account of Havre, 
which certainly seems to merit well 
the title given it, since of all old- 
world ports it holds the second place 
in its commerce with the United 
States, Liverpool being the first. 
Cleveland Rockwell describes the 
Columbia River in an article illus­
trated by himself. To our poor 
mind C. R.'s pen ie by no means so 
mighty as his pencil, nor does he 
seem to be altogether a Timothy in 
the Scriptures. Overcome by the 
gorgeousness of the atmospheric 
tints prevalent on Mt. Hood, be says 
“we turn our gaze reluctantly away, 
to feel, in tho words of the Prophet, 

‘What is man that thou art mindful 
of him.’ ” Southern California 
the third and last of Mr. Bishop’s 
articles on this country. Even the 
fertile acres of the Tantramar 
Marsh are somewhat surpassed by 
this favored region, “It is in evi­
dence,” says Mr. Bishop, “that $ 
return of $500 to $1000 an acre an 
nnaHy is frequently reaped in 
Southern California from the orange, 
lemon, and lime, after tho trees have 
arrived at full bearing.” William 
Black at Home is a somewhat gush­
ing account of the novelist from the 
pen of Joseph Hatton. In the de 
partirent of history there are two 
articles. The first of these, Cameos 
of Colonial Carolina, is a readable 
account of the administration of Sir 
Nathaniel Johnson, governor of that 
colony, with some sketches of the 
social life of that day. Tho use of 
Cameo by itself, we may say, to de­
note a historic sketch or picture is 
certainly a novel and, to our minds, 
a very questionable use of the word. 
New England in the Colonial Period 
is the title of an admirably written 
article by Prof. John Fiske. Prof. 
Fiske is one of the best writers of 
the present day, and unites high 
literary culture with severe scientific 
and philosophic training. In the 
present article he points out the 
solid worth and pre-eminent respec­
tability of tbcLcarly settlers in New 
England, and shows that they did 
not come across the Atlantic for the 
purpose of establishing religious 
liberty, but to construct a theocratic 
state guided, as far as possible, in 
all matter^ both public and private 
by the text of tho Holy Scriptures. 
To secure this it was necessary that 
all the citizens should be able to 
read the hallowed code. Hence fol­
lowed common schools and the care­
ful training of the young. Prof. 
Fiske shews that, as the Puritans 
appealed to reason and not author­
ity in their expositions of Scripture, 
the tendency of their system was 
towards rationalism. This*was the 
reason why they were so intolerant 
to the Quakers as these professed to 
be in the enjoyment of an inner 
light or inspiration. We would 
like, bad we space, to dwell still 
longer on this interesting and philo­
sophical article.

Commercial and Farming.

—The potato crop of Aroostook 
County, Me., is estimated as worth 
$1,000,000 to the farmers, and the 
hop crop at nearly $700,000.

—The London News says that 
Europe must* buy 793,000 tons of 
moat, and 345,000,000 bushels 
of grain from abroad this year.

—From reports received by the 
Department of Agriculture it ap­
pears that up to the 81st October, 
1882, 152,055 immigrants arrived 
in Canada, 82,420 of whom re­
mained. This does not include 
British Columbia arrivals or reports 
from the frontier between Emerson 
and the Rocky Mountains.

—Mr. J. B. Long, of Kingsclear, 
N. B., this year has raised 275 barrels 
of carrots, 800 bushels of turnips, 
600 bushels of oats, 400 bushels of 
buckwheat, 1000 bushels of potatoes, 
and 30 tons of bay. His live stock 
consists of sheep 90, horned cattle 
66, milch cows 17, horses 6, bogs 15; 
and poultry 100.

—Tho loss on the Cocbraoe cattle 
ranche last winter is estimated at 
àvo per cent, and the increase in 
number this season at forty per cent. 
Tho Company has the beef contract 
for the Blackfeet, Sureties and 
Stomes Indians at eight cents a 
pound. Tho Indians get the hides, 
heads and other refuse of the animals 
besides.

—An evidence ot the progress 
made in the Canadian cotton manu­
facturing industry during the past 
year, it may be stated that a ye^r 
ago there were some 7 mills running 
in the Dominion, and to-day there 
arc 19 mills in operation on pretty 
much the same class of goods, and 2 
more to be ready for operation in 
March next, while some of the old 
mills have during the past summer 
beeu enlarged to nearly doable their 
former capacity.

—Slaughtering cattle in Chicago 
for the Eastern markets has reduced 
the freightage, and consequently the 
price of beef to the consumers, and 
now the railroads are said to bo 
combining to drive out the Chicago 
dressed beef men by sharp com 
petition at all points. A Chicago 
speculator says the railroads will go 
into the business just long enough 
to shut out the men who are making 
the transportation of live cattle un 
profitable, and that old prices will 
soon be restored.

—Coal shipments from Nova 
Scotia and Cape Breton show a 
decided increase in out-put and 
sales. The total shipments from 
Pictou this year up to October 80th 
were 153,544 tons. Those from 
Cape Breton during the quarter 
ending October 80th, amounted to 
290,000 tons, an increase of 26,000 
tons over the corresponding period 
last year, Tho Spring Hill Coal 
Mining Company during tho ten 
months of the year up to Oct. 31st, 
has taken out 174,246 tons of coal 
against 135,000 tons tho same period 
last year. They are now taking out 
750 tons per day.

Produce Matters.

—Hops continue to advance 
price. Holders arc now asking 
$1.10 to $1.15 per poutid.

—Five hundred tubs of Morris 
burg butter has just been bought for 
the English market for 21 cents per 
pound. Good creamery butter is 
selling for 30 cents.

—English cable advices report 
Canadian steers and heifers quoted 
at 8d. to 8}d., and choice wether 
sheep at 9£d. to 9fd. Good 
butchers’ stock is selling for 4£d. to 
5d. per pound, live weight, in 
Montreal.

Imports into the United King 
dom for the past week have fallen 
off 30,000 barrels of flour and 95,- 
000 quarters of wheat as compared 
with those of the previous week. 
Corn is stiffening again.

—Only 11 horses, costing $1,248, 
were sold at the Montreal horse 
market last week, against 96 horses 
costing $8,922.50, for the corres 
ponding week in 1881. The slight 
sales of last week was owing to the 
small supply of horses suitable for 
export.

—The Liverpool correspondent of 
the Farmers' Advocate, says : “Never 
proBably within living memory have 
sheep been so scarce or so dear in 
England as at present. At a recent 
sale, on the borders of Scotland, 
sheep brought as high as $16 to $18 
per head, while good breeding ewes 
seem impossible to be had at any 
price. In Gloucestershire, Hereford 
and Worcester, there is hardly’ 
sound sheep left.” The same cor­
respondent in speeding of Canadian 
cattle, says : “Seeing that it is now 
only five or six years since the in­
auguration of the Anglo-Canadian 
trade in cattle, the improvement in 
the character of your exports is re­
markable and highly creditable. 
Every one remarks that the grass 
ÿd cattle coming from Canada this 

are little, if any, inferior to 
the best classes of stock coming 
from our home breeders. , In fact 
with a littleccre taken to keep the 
meat well on your stock and giving 
them a little hard food to finish them 
off, Canadians will have little or no 
difficulty in getting the best price 
going. The Polled Angus or Aber­
deen cattle still continue to advance 
iu price. There has been three sales 
of this breed lately in Scotland, in 
which Canada was well represented. 
At the last of these sales the highest 
figure was paid that was ever given 
for any animal of this breed, either
at public or private sale, 500 
guineas. A lot of 42—14 cows, 4 
two-year-old jieifere, 9 one-year-old 
heifers, 12 tôîfer calves, 1 aged bull, 

bull calves, averaged $440 each. 
A number ol tho best animals were 
purchased for Hon. W. H. Cochrane, 
Hrllhurst, and the Hon. J. H. Pope, 
Minister of Agriculture.” This 
looks as if our Agricultural Society 
had succeeded in making the impor­
tation they7 attempted to, two years 
ago they would have done a good 
thing for the farmers here as they 
would have had some stock by thfs 
time to put into the market.

The Botsford Centennial.

A gathering of the descendants 
of Amos Botsford took place at tho 
residence of the Hon. Senator Bots­
ford yesterday to commemorate the 
one hundredth anniversary of his 
landing in this country. The an­
cestor to whose memory honor is 
thus paid was a man of very great 
prominence in hie day ; the record» 
show him to have been a wise and 
able administrator and one who bad 
moreover secured and retained the 
confidence of the Crown. He was 
born in Connecticut in 1744. When 
the troubles between tho colonies 
and England ripened into open con­
flict, Amos Botsford espoused the 
cause of the mother land and in 
1782 was obliged to forsake the land 
of his birth and obtain a home else­
where. He landed at Annapolis 
Royal with other Loyalists. He 
was appointed agent of these 
people in their transactions with tho 
Government of Great Britain. 
The state papers in the public 
archiyes, Halifax, shew his duties 
to have been to arrange for the set­
tlement of the fleeing population. 
The Crown made pecuniary allow­
ances to the Loyalists for certain 
services, and tho certificates of Amos 
Botsford appear to have been* ac­
cepted by tho Grown as sufficient 
evidence for payment. Mr. Bots­
ford removed to Fort Cumberland 
and in 1778 purchased lands at 
Westcock, where he built and lived 
out his days. lie died in St. John in 
1812. Mr. Botiford married in 1770, 
Miss Sarah Chandler of New Haven, 
Conn., a sister of Charles Chandler, 
Esq., the first Sheriff of Cumber­
land. At the separation of New 
Brunswick from Nova Scotia in 
1786, he was elected one of 
tho first representatives in the 
Local Assembly. He was 
chosen first speaker and continued 
to hold that position until his death. 
His only son was the late Hon. 
Judge W. M. Botsford. The latter 
was born in New Haven, and ac­
companied his father when 9 years 
old to Annapolis. Ho suc­
ceeded Arnos Botsford as representa­
tive of the county and was also elect­
ed speaker, and afterward appointed 
Solicitor General. In 1822 he 
was appointed to the Bench 
of the Supremo Court, which 
position he held till 1844, 
when be resigned, his resignation 
being coupled with the stipulation 
that a retiring pension be allowed 
him. His reliance on the fairness of 
the Government appears to have 
been misplaced ; his resignation was 
accepted and his pension denied. 
Had be lived at a latter day in Oa- 
naetiàn history, when the people 
consider it an advantage to the 
public service to keep before the 
eyes of their servants the certainty 
of a retiring allowance when the 
decrepitude of age renders active 
work impossible—Judge Botsford 
would have received some $60,000. 
Tho personal history of the late 
Judge is intimately associated with 
the early history of thL country and 
has yet to be written. In 1802 be 
married Sarah Lovell Murray, widow 
of the late Thomas Murray, and 
had issue ten children, a number of 
whom have occupied important and 
honorable public positions. William 
Hnzen, the eldest son, was a man of 
genial disposition and held kindly re­
lations with the people till his death. 
He represented this County in the 
Legislature from 1842 to 1850. 
Tho next is Hon. Senator Botsford, 
a, legislator of long experience and 
who is ex-Speakev of the Senate 
of Canada. Another son, George 
Botsford, is clerk of the Legislative 
Council of New Brunswick. Le 
Baron graduated at Glasgow in 
1835, and has been a successful 
practiouer at St. John, N. B., 
since that period. Chipman 
was a resident of Campbell ton 
and represented Restigouche from 
1854 to 1858. Bliss represented 
tho County several times ; has been 
Speaker, and also Surveyor General, 
previously to his appointment as 
Judge of the County Court. Blair 
was^High Sheriff of Westmorland 
from 1849 to 1879, when he was 
appointed Warden of the Maritime 
Penitentiary. Seldom do we find in 
colonial history a family sustaining 
through three generations such 
prominent relations with public 
affairs.
