GENERAL NEWS.

—The pen is mightier than the sword. 
At least a Montreal millionaire named 
Baggs thinks so. He hit a man 
with a sword, and then had to resort to 
his pen to remedy the wrong. He did 
it by signing his name to a cheque for 
$500 which w*.3 handed over to a hospi­
tal.

—Mr. Rudyard Kipling was recently 
interviewed by the St. James Gazette, and 
in answer to the question,. “Have you 
seen much of Canada?" made the fob* 
lowing remarks: “Something — and 
what I haxe seen I like. It is a great 
country — a country with a future- 
There is a fine, hard, tough, bracing 
climate—the climate that puts iion and 
grit into men’s bones; and there are all 
good things to be got out of the ground 
if people will work for them. What it 
wants is more men and more money. 
Why don’t Englishmen think more of 
it as a held for English capital and en­
terprise? Surely there is an excellênt 
opening both for the investing and the 
emigrating Briton there. Things don’t 
perhaps move quite so fast as in the 
States, but they are safer, and you are 
under the flag, you know, and among 
men of the slower stock and breed. 
Send your folks to Canada; and if they 
can’t go themselves, let them send their 
money—plenty of it."

In Illinois and some other States 
there is an old law on the statute books 
to the effect that in criminal cases the 
jury is'1‘judge of the law as well as the 
facts.” Though not often quoted, once 
in a while a lawyer with a desperate 
case makes use of it. In one case the 
judge instructed the jury that it was to 
judge of the law as well as the facts', 
but°added that it was not judge of the 
law unless it was fully satisfied that it 
knew more law than the judge. An 
outrageous verdict was brought in, con­
trary to all instructions of thi> court-, 
who felt called upon to rebuke the 
jury. At last one farmer arose: ‘Jedge,’ 
said he, “weren’t we to jedge the law 
as well as the facts?" ‘Certainly," was 
the response; ‘but I told you not to 
judge the law unless you were clearly 
satisfied that you knew the law better 
than ! did.’ ‘Well jedge,’ answered 
the farmer, as lie shifted his quid a 
little, ‘-ve considered that p’int.

— A declaration of marriage in Siam, 
says the Now York World, is simpler 
even than it used to be in Scotland. 
You ask a lady to marry you by merely 
offering her a flower or taking a light 
from a cigarette, if it happens to be in 
her mouth; and your family and the 
bride’s family have to put up at least 
$1,000 apiece for a dowry. Unlike Ja­
pan, the Siamese women are treated as 
equals, but they can seldcm read or 
write. The principle impediment in 
the way of marriage is that each year 
is mined after an animal, and only cer­
tain animals are allowed to intermarry. 
For instance, a person born in the year 
of the rat cannot marry with a person 
born in the year of the dog, or a per­
son born in the year of the cow with a 
person born in the year of the tiger; and 
these are similar embargoes about 
months and da ys.

—In one of the smaller cities of New 
England there was an Episcopal church, 
which had two mission chapels, common­
ly known as the East End Mission and 
the North End Mission, from the parts 
of the city where they were respective­
ly located. One day the rector gave 
out the notices, in his most distinguish 
ed, high-church tone, as follows: ‘There 
will be a service at the N ortli End Mis­
sion at three o’clock and at the East 
End at five. Children will be baptised 
at both ends.

—A thief broke into a West End house 
early the other morning and found him1 
self in the music-room. Hearing foot­
steps approaching he took refuge behind 
a screen. From eight to nine the eldest 
daughter had a singing lesson. From 
nine to ten o’clock the second daughter 
took a piano lesson. From ten to eleven 
o’clock the eldest son had a violin lesson, 
From eleven to twelve the other son had 
a lesson on the flute. At twelve-fiftceu 
all the brothers and sisters assembled 
and studied an ear splitting piece for 
voice, piano, violin and flute. The thief 
staggered out from behind the screen at 
twelve forty-five, and, falling, at their 
feet, cried, “For mercy’s sake have me 
arrested!"

—A singular incident is related in the 
Cong regationa list regarding a church 
which was seeking for a pastor, and 
sought that paper’s help. It was found 
that the church offered an encouraging 
opportunity for the right eortof man and 
its needs were accordingly set forth. One 
of the first letters in response came from 
a minister without a charge who express­
ed an ardent desire to throw his whole 
energy into just such a field as that de­
scribed. It turned out that the church 
in question was the very one which he 
had been serving only a few months be-

—Morbid sentimentality prevails quite 
as much in Latin American countries as 
it does among us. In a recent iasee of 
the Buenos Ayres Herald the editor re­
marks: “The Argentine criminal code 
is too lenient toward crimes of violence, 
and, even such as it is, the executive au- 
thoritibs^idminister it too leniently. No 
mercy should bo shown to murderers, 
and the sentimental dames who inter­
cede for them and divert justice from its 
course should reserve their tears for the 
victims."

This was exactly what happen­
ed, and Soult sustained a bloody repulse 
where he might have won an easy vic­
tory.

—State Senator Fred Kilburn of New 
York says that he was riding in the 
smoking car on a little one-track road 
in the northern part of the State recent­
ly, and in the seat in front of him sat a 
jewelry drummer. He was one of these 
wide-awake, never-let-anyone-get-bet ter 
cf-him style of men.

Lady Henry, Anna Gordon and I re­
cently secured tickets to the great meet­
ing in which London welcomed the new 
prime minister, Lord Rosebery. St. 
James Hall was packed like a National 
W. G. T. U. Convention on “welcome 
evening," and I rejoiced to see that wo­
men were so largely in evidence. This
is a most significant sign of the new pol­
itics, and I hope will be a growing indi­
cation in our own dear country. At 
present, however, it must be reluctantly 
admitted that in the two old parties rt 
home they have small recognition. The 
Prohibition party stands at the head 
with us in its recognition of the abilities 
and power of women, and the Populist 
comes next. Doubtless little girls are 
now living who will tell their children 
as a drollery of the past that “there 
were once intelligent people in America 
who thought it just toprevent women 
from having any part in making the laws 
by which they were to be judged or by 
which their children and homes ware to 
be protected from their most subtle en

At Lord Rosebery s meeting there 
were women on the platform, on the 
floor aud in the galleries, and when that 
nobleman came forward ho addressed his 
audience as “Ladies and gentlemen," 
while they rose with tumultuous enthus­
iasm, singing with the hearty good will 
in which an English audience excels nil 
otheis, “For he’s a jolly good fellow." 
Bowing his thanks, Lord Rosebery vtood 
before us, a man of ideal figure and bear 
ing, with face perfectly smooth, quick 
genial smile that twinkles first m his 
largo blue eyes, then transfigures his 
fine mobile lips and proves catching to 
the beholder. He is the embodimen t 
of gracious dignity and for the time at 
least wine all who hear. He is not what 
we at home call an orator, having too 
much of the technical parliamentary 
manner; like the genial Arthur J. Bain 
four, governmental leader of the Con* 
servatives of tne House of Commons, 
Lord Rosebery thinks of his next point 
by grasping the lapels of his coat, but a 
side from this rudimentary gesture (which 
as I remember, the professors is elder, 
time at Evanston warned their fledgel­
ing “theologs" against ns quite unpar­
donable), the new prime minister is a 
remarkably pleasing speaker in look"and 
attitude, gesture and tone. He has one 
of those smooth, deep, resonant, Eng­
lish voices, and occasionally rises 
something like eloquence; but if he did 
not. what could be more intrinsically el­
oquent than the spectacle of a Scotch 
earl, who through his alliance with the 
Rothschild family, is a man of princely 
fortune, to which are added a university 
education, the culture of the court and 
the cosmopolitan polity of a “globetrot­
ter” (for such Lord Rosebery is), and 
who is beside—or in spite of it all—a 
map genial, popular, sincere and devnt 
ed to the people’s cause. The great 
Gladstone is Iris friend, and long ago de­
clared that he was in training for the 
primacy that he now holds as the actual 
ruler of 350,000,000 human beings. 
AVhat a man thus gifted and equipped 
says on any subject is of vital interest 
to those who- luîftfï 

His theme this niKht was the 
work accomplished by the London 
county council, that “section of the 
millennium" which is transforming 
humanity’s capital as rapidly as may be. 
Lorc? 'S#)sebery was chairman of this 
courichx nd told with evident delight of 
the improved facilities for obtaining 
pure water, pure air, breathing places 
in the form of parks and playgroimde 
for the people, a more equitable taxa 
tion, more comfortable tenement houses 
and many other improvments of the 
most practical character. He said: “The 
day is past when the knights and castles 
are to have all the good things and the 
pawns all the evil ones in the grea' 
game of life on the chessboard of the 
world.” (I quote from memory.) At 
this time the knights rose around him 
like the knignts of the Round Table 
when King Arthur spoke. Again, he 
said: “There will come a minister—be 
he prime or otherwise—who will step 
down from his official platform to meet 
the people face to face antLhand to 
hand, to know their wants and td carry 
their decrees into effect." Here the 
audience rose once more to a man (and 
a woman) cheering so vociferously and 
waving handkerchiefs with such en­
thusiasm that I know an American wo­
man who could not keep back the tears 
that such a declaration thus indorsed 
brought to the eyes of many. And then 
he said (again I quote from memory): 
“If this should not be so the people 
would ere long rise in their majesty and 
say to the Liberal and Cjnservative 
parties alike, ‘A plague on both your 
Houses; we wilt1 have politics that mean 
the preservation and enjoyment of our 
rights.’ "

I have never seen in any audience 
such enthusiasm as this declaration 
awakened in loyal British breasts, nor 
can we wonder at it. No Prime Minis 
ter since time began has ever spoken 
thus, and least of all, were such words 
looked for from a leader in the House of
