It was pointed out that some of the 

above collectors have not reported to 
the Secretary or Treasurer and it is not 
known whether they have made any 
collections or not.

Petroleum-

The question of the importation ol 
petroleum in tank cars to Newcastle has 
been raised, and by request this port has 
been added to that of Chatham for this 
purpose. It appears that Chatham was 
first mentioned because the Inland 
Revenue Officer resided at that place and 
hence it was more convenient for in­
spection. Mr. P. Hennessy, one of our 
largc=t dealcis, had made up his mind to 
import at least a portion of his oil in 
tank cars and consequently thought he 
should not he debarred from doing so if 
he wished, and thinking that there 
ought to be no distinction as between 
Chatham and Newcastle in this regard, 
and that the inspector should make the 
inspection here if he was required to do 
so. He applied to Mr- Adams who at once 
corresponded with the Inland Revenue 
Department, asking that the necessary 
chsnge be made so that Newcastle might 
be made a port of inspection, and word 
has arrived that the order in council has 
been passed to that effect.

We understand that Mr. Hennessy 
has purchased a piece of land from Mr. 
John McCallum, alongside the branch 
rai’.w i> to the deep water terminus, and 
near where the spool factory formerly 
stood, and intends erecting thereon 
an oil warehouse, with track right into 
the building where he can properly 
attend to this business, and store the 
■oil without being any menace, as 
there are n > buildings near. The ware­
house eriil he a si " g le story building 
46x21 feet, with outside wall and roof 
covered with sheet iron.

He came to Resti­
gouche Convention oj behalf of Bona- 
vtuture County. Bonaventnre Co. 
is 300 miles further east than 
the most easterly post of the Quebec 
association so that it is advisable that it 
be left with the New Brunswick associa­
tion. Mr. Fraser also went into 
the statistics of the Quebec S. S. union 
at some length.

A union choir rendered several selec­
tions during the evening session, solos by 
Misses Harper and Mowat meriting 
special mention.

Selling Liquor To An Indian-

A rather lively time occurred at the 
Chatham lock up on Thursday last. Ac 
Indian, Louis Carlin, of Restigouche but 
who has resided at Eelground for about 
three years, got drunk on his first visit 
to Chatham Wednesday, and wasdodged 
in the lock up. On Thursday morning 
he was tried and in the course of the ex­
amination the police magistrate asked 
him where he got the liquor. He im­
mediately replied at Tom Murphy’s. He 
was lined $5.0J for drunkenness. The 
money was forthcoming to pay the fine 
if released but the police magistrate 
stated that he was wanted for another 
purpose, and a warrant was Issued to 
detain the Indian in custody as ? wit- 
mss against Murphy and then the ex. 
cilement commenced. The Indian was 
surrounded by pretended friends, male 
and female, who tried to persuade him 
not to tell where he got the liquor, but 
he declared he would tell the truth, and 
tell it he did, and proving that the In­
dian's word and oath was more to be 
depended upon than that of many a 
while man. The Indian was kept in 
custody until Saturday morning when 
the trial came off and in spite of efforts 
made to confuse the Indian he stuck to 
his story and Murphy was found gulity 
and sentenced to an imprisonment of 
four months. The proceedings were 
tiken by Inspector Menzies under the 
Indian Act. Magistrate and lawyers 
all complimente! the Indian on his 
straightforward evidence. Mr. R A. 
Lawlor prosecuted in the absence ol 
Mr. Robt. Murray, and Mr. R. B. 
Adams conducted the defence.
