St. Thomas, June 29.—Mr. John! 

Baird, President of the defunct EH 
gin Loan aud Savings Company, in 
tiie course oi an interview to-dayj 
explained how the directors of thq 
çonceru on March 17th accepted 
mortgage of $25,ODD un the properti 
ol Manager Rowley, which i« valued 
at $i,U0U. Early in March last tha 
directors, acting upon the urgene 
advice and counsel of Manager Rowj 
ley, deckled that there was a greae 
chance for protit in the purcha,se oj 
coal and el eel slocks and bonds. Il 
was unanimously decided by tlie dil 
rectors lo anticipate the authority 
ol tire Dominion charter in ordea 
to avail themselves of this oppori 
tuiïity. To do so Legally tlie mortj 
gage for $25L000 was placed upon 
Mr. Rowley’s property at Elgin and 
Centre streets, the mortgage con| 
taining a provision that collatera 
security ol" satisfactory value wa 
to bo fuTnitidnxl to the compand 
This additional security was to bl 
tin- stocks purchased with the $251 
000. The transaction was puf 
through and Manager Rowley bough 
for the company 100 shares of 
milnion coal at 121, fifty shares i 
11G, and fifty shares of l>ominio| 
Coal and Steel preferred bonds 
05. These stocks and bonds weri 
bought outright, the lot costing 
$21,150, and they are now with thT 
National Trust Company, Toront<| 
a/ti the order of the Elgin Loan Cod 
pany. This is the only stock traij 
«action with which the directors 
the Elgin had to do.

Mr. Baird stated that the chaj 
ter to deal in stocks would 
doubtedly have been granted haJ 
it not been for the failure of Ami 
& Company. It was this untowaH 
circumstance which led the dlrecfl 
ors to apply for the cancellation « 
the charter.

In respect to the Elgin’s coonei 
tion with the Atlas Loan, Mr, Baig 
stated that the Elgin loaned 
Wallace’s company $52,000, for whid 
they hold debentures of the Atlq 
and also Dominion coal stock 
a colluteral amount. These stoci 
are also in the care of t-he Nationg 
Trust Company. The E’gin also ! 
$31.000 on deposit with the AtLi 
for which it holds security.
