SHAH IS MASTER.
PERSIAN ATTEMPT AT SELF-GOV- 

ERNMENT SNUFFED OUT.

Parliament Buildings Bombarded by 
the Cossacks Now a Mass of Ruins 
—Many Persons Killed—Promin­
ent Nationalists Under Arrest.

Teheran, June 23.—After a bloody 
fight, which was waged around the Par­
liament buildings, the city was com­
paratively quiet today, although the 
Cossacks were camped in the streets 
and squares. Cossacks and soldiers 
early in the morning surounded the Par­
liament buildings and demanded that a 
number of persons whoee arrest the 
Shah had ordered be forthwith handed 
over to them. Parliament refused to 
comply with this demand, and shots 
were fired at the troops, several of the 
soldiers being killed. Orders were at 
once issued from military headquarters 
that the Parliament buildings be bom­
barded, and the bombardment commenc­
ed soon after 10 o’clock. While this 
v os in progress bombe were thrown from 
the Parliament buildings and the 
mosque adjoining, disabling one of the 
guns and wounded the gunners.

Eventually the halls of Parliament 
were cleared, but not before many per­
sons had been killed and wounded. The 
bombardment continued until 3 o’clock 
in the afternoon, when it suddenly 
ceased. In the meantime the tr.cwrps pil­
laged the political clubs in that" neigh­
borhood and numerous residences of in­
fluential members of I'arliament, in 
which work" they were aided by the pop-

The number of casualtiea is unknown, 
but it will be very large. The Parlia­
ment building are practically in ruins. 
The firing was confined to Parliament 
square, other parts of the city being 
comparatively quiet. I>arge numbers of 
leading Nationalists, including priests 
and members of Parliament, have been 
placed under arrest.

GOLD AND SILVER MARKS.

Senator Kerr Denounces the Proposed 
Act.

Ottawa, June 23.— The Kemato to-day 
was taken up with a consideration of 
the amendements to the gold and silver 
marks act, which proposes to at once ap­
ply the provision thjit no jewelry shall 
be brought in or made in Canada and 
sold as gold unless it i» at least nine 
karats fine, nor called sterling silver un­
less 97H per cent, pure silver.

Senator Kerr declared this the most 
drastic piece of legislation which had 
ever been introduced into the Canadian 
Parliament. It absolutely declared that 
a certain class of the goods should not 
come inno Canada. It had been stated 
that the Canadian manufacturers were 
united in favor of this act. .Senator Kerr 
was not surprised that they were, for 
this law proposed to absolutely protect 
them from cheap jewelry, which could 
be made cheaper in foreign countries 
than they could make it, while it could 
not prevent the Canadian manufacturer 
from making as low grade.an article as 
he pleased.

Hon. Mr. Scott said the purpose and 
the effect of the bill would only be to 
protect the purchasers of jewelry from 
being imposed upon by fraudulent marks 
which dishonest manufacturers placed up­
on goods and called gold. The bill did 
not propose to prevent articles of less 
karat being imported, but declared that 
they could not bear marks which might 
mislead the public. The bill was de­
manded by the trade, which was suffer­
ing from the effects of large importa­
tions of cheap and improperly marked 
jewelry.

Senator Gibson protested against the 
amendments now proposed to a bill, 
which had been agreed upon by all the 
manufacturers of Canada. The Toronto 
manufacturers had not kept faith noth 
other manufacturers on such a bill once 
l>efore. He declared that this bill was in 
favor of the manufacturers of the city 
of Toronto and against the whole of 
Canada.

After further discussion at the evening 
session the committee rose and reported 
progress.

BIRTHPLACE OF 'PHONE.

Dr. Bell's Statement Ought to Set­
tle It.

Brantford, June 23.—Interviewed this 
afternoon, the inventor of the tele­
phone, Dr. Graham Bell, who is here 
on his way from Washington to his 
summer home in Nova Scotia, reiterat­
ed that Brantford was the birthplace 
of the telephone. “ The idea of the 
telephone,” he said, “occured to me 
here, and, moreover, the first a^ial 
long-distance transmission of speech 
took place between Brantford and 
Mount Pleasant in 1870.”

Lately Boston, Mass., has claimed to 
be the birthplace. Mr. Bell said cer­
tain experiments were carried on there, 
he having to go to the States to procure 
instruments. But so far as the idea 
and first transmission of any length are 
concerned, lie again made it plain that 
Brantford's title is indisputable.

NOT GUILTY OF MURDER.

Man Suspected of Killing Torontonian 
in New York Acquitted.

New York, X. Y., June 23.—Joseph 
Goldman, aged 18, who was arrested 
on suspicion of being implicated in the 
murder of Albert E. Nowell, of Toronto, 
June 12th, was exonerated by a coron­
er’s jury to-day and discharged. The 
verdict stated that Nowell, who was 
beaten to death by a gang of roughs, 
had been killed by “unknown persons.”
