Curiosities of Secular Ed­
ucation in France.

(From the Chicago Inter Ocean.)

That there shall be no sectariar 
teaching in the public schools seems 
to normal Americans a neoessarj 
coneeqnenoe of that separation c< 
0 lurch and State without whioi 
religious freedom cannot exist. And 
while there has been of late years a 
feeling that the schools may have 
gone too far in this matter and elim­
inated not only sectarian teaching, 
but also proper recognition of relig­
ion as the foundation and safeguard 
of morals, probably the average Am 
erioan, who has not followed the 
fccts, feels that the French govern­
ment in secularizing the public 
schools has in some way taken a step 
forward.

We are reminded by Ms. Bel­
lamy Storer's article in the current 
North American Review toai “sec­
ular” education is, bke other things, 
a matter of definitions, and that the 
French definition is now one defining 
something that Americans would 
regard as “aniireligioas" and even 
“ atheistic” instead of merely 11 sec­
ular” or “ nonseotarian.”

The present French practice is 
illustrated by comparative extracts 
from a very popular French school 
book as it was before 1905 and as it 
is now.

The book is called “ The Tour of 
France by Two Children." It was 
written by a schoolmaster named 
Bruno many years ego and is now 
in its three hundred and fifty-first 
edition. It is the story of bow two 
little orphan boys made their way 
on foot from Pbalsbourg in Lorraine 
to an uncle in Marseilles shortly 
after life close of the war with Ger­
many. In their journey they cross 
more than half the length and 
breadth of France. Into the tale 
of their experiences, adventures and 
hardships the author has woven 
much information about the indus- 

-tries, the monuments and history of 
France, with notices of the lives and 
achievements of her great men.

To give this instruction in the 
form of an interesting story was the 
author’s purpose, and he accom­
plished it so well that bis book was 
•• crowned" by the Academy for its 
usefulness in education and as a 
model of pure and simple Fiencb 
etyle. But Schoolmaster Bruno 
would hardly know his book if he 
could see it now :

Bat the 
“ neutral” French child must not 
read about churches, or oaurcbmen, 
or even look at the picture of a 
church, lest his mind be no longer 
“free.”

The author, in noticing the famous 
men of Berguouy, mentioned Sr. 
Bernard, Boesuei, Vauban and Bal­
lon, among others. The revised 
version omits St. Bernard and Bjss 
net.

In speaking of what the children 
saw at Laval, 'he.author mentioned 
the statue there to the great surgeon, 
Ambrose Pare, and told the story of 
how he replied, when congratulated 
on the marvellous recovery of a pa­
tient: 111 dressed his wound; Goo 
cured dim." That eenienoe w-s 
carved by the sculptor David d’A ,- 
gers on the base of the statue, 
though ttie “ revised" version omit-- 
it, and so omits that for which Pare 
is better remembered .ban for being 
the physician of fonr kings.

And a picture in the original book 
of the Cathedral of Rbeims is sap- 
pressed, and replaced, by a map of 
Champagne, thungli the change in­
volves the suppression of the story 
of the coronation of Charles VII. 
and of Joan of Arc.

It does not seem necessary to give 
more illustrations. A Frenoh school 
book which suppresses Joan of Arc, 
the great heroine of France and fore, 
most among the world’s illustrious 
women, is not merely “ secularized." 
It is decadent in the worst sense of 
of the word.

If this be the kind of teaching 
that the French public schools are 
now giving we cannot be surprised 
that crime, especially among the 
young, is increasing in France by 
leaps and bounds, and that a French 
regiment was recently guilty of the 
crowning military infatoy of defiling 
and tramping on its own colors,

New Papal Regulations Governing 
the Visits of Diocesan Heads to 
Rome,

Regarding the presentation of 
statements on the oondition of their 
dioceses to the Holy See by Bishops, 
and their visits ‘f ad limina Apoetol- 
orum," an important document s s 
emanated from the Consistorial C j.i 
gregation by which several alt - 
tione are made in existing arrange­
ments. A synopsis of the dooumen* 1, 
already published in Rome, will give 
sufficient information aa to its con­
tents :

f The new discipline establishes 
for all Bishops without distinction, 

I except those subject to propaganda, 
4* fixed term of five years within

which the ‘ relatio’ aa to the oondi 
tion of their dioceses most be com­
pleted. This term is common to all 
dioceses of a determined region. 
The regulation will begin to bind in 
January, 1911. In the first year 
the reports of dioceses in Iibly and 
the adjacent islands must be sent 
to Rome ; in the second those of 
Spain, France, Portugal, Ireland, 
Belgium, Holland, England and Scot­
land ; in the third those ol Germa ny 
Austria Hungary and the rest ot Eu­
rope ; in the fourth those of the two 
Americas; in the fif'h those of 
Afiioa, A-ia, Austialia, ai d ot er 
places not subject to propaganda. 
In the fifth year the report must be 
renewed for each dioeese. In the 
same year in w >iob the report is 
sent 10 the Holy See Bisnope mast 
fulfil their visits ‘ ad limina.’

“ For non European Bishops it is 
permitted iha vi e visi b made 
only every ten yeais. But it the 
year in which a Bishop ought to ful­
fil noth obligations (the sending of 
the report and the making of the 
vtsii) tails w thin the fiisi two years 
since be took charge of the diuoeee, 
a dispensation is granted him for 
this occasion. Thus for the current 
year 1910 all Bishops are dispensed 
both irurn the Apoa olio visit and 
■ be diocesan repoi 1, and lor 1911 and 
1912 a dispensation is also given to 
tOose Bishops who, according to the 
intervals laid down above, should 
make their visit or etnd in their 
report in those two yeais, but have 
already dune so in tbe year 1909. 
Finally, tbe decree slates that no 
change is made in the law of the 

ouiiotl of Trent regarding tbe epis­
copal visitation of dioceses.—The 
Oaibulio Universe.

Trying to Get On Without 
God.

Father Bernard Vaughan, in a ter 
mon recently in Manchester gave a 
striking picture of England drifting 
away from religion in her educational 
institutions and s' Cial systems. Eng­
land, he said, is forgetting God from 
her Universities down to our poor 
schools Cambridge is agnostic, and 
does not know ; Oxford, is indifferent, 
and does not care; working men have 
no time, and the world at large is try 
ing to get on without God. WtUmve 
stretched out our handsTb thTffench 
Government, and are shaking hands 
across tbe Channel and talking about 
neutral schools. How can any man 
be neutral where Jesus Christ in con­
cerned ? If you are against God you 
may have an army ut your back, but 
you are a ghastly failure. We can 
never build up an Empire by Tariff 
Reform or Free Trade, no matter what 
fleet of Dreadnoughts you have. It 
is the Dreadnought man I am wanting, 
and the Dreadnought woman, the 
Dreadnought boy and girl.

We are told, continued Father 
Vaughan, that a man is wanted to run 
our Empire without God. If so, it 
will be tun to Hell. Our pride, out 
self sufficiency, our contempt of the 
foreigner, our dislike of the Jew, our 
hatred of the Continentals, out want 
of charity, our want of large heart- 
edness, these things and this insular 
proud spirit is ruining us. The feu. 
dal system is gone, and the middle 
class, with its capital, is going, and 
the working man is coming forward to 
run our Empire. I offer him both my 
bands and beg of him to be more 
wise tÿan those who have gone before, 
and not to attemp the task without 
taking God into consideration. If 
the workingman, if the incoming tide 
of democracy is to sweep all tbe bar­
riers that have been lifted against it. 
then let the tide come on, but let God 
be on the crest of tbe wave and we 
shall be borne on to victory.

If socialists and other would-be 
reformers would lake to heart the 
lesson inculcated in such teaching as 
this they would make some good 
progress. Let God be on the crest 
of tbe wave of reform, and it will be 
real reform with no good man in 
opposition to it.— The New York 
Freeman’s Jaurnal.

Some years ago the Zionist move­
ment was set on foot. It is now 
stated that singe the proclamation ol 
the constiuHtoo in Turkey, which 
made more easy their reentrance in­
to Palestine, a large number of Jews 
have returned to the land of their 
fathers. Four-fifths of the inhabi­
tants of Jerusalem are said to e Jews 
and the lauds about Lake Tiberias, 
tbe Plains of Sharon and Esdraelon 
are filled with their farms.

Tbe Department of Commerce and 
Labor tells us that the advance in tbe 
price of meat so severely felf in this 
country is found all over the world. 
The increase is greater in mutton and 
pork than in beef, and in preserved 
and salted meat than in fresh or froz­
en. This is true of the export trade 
from Australia and New Zealand as 
well as in the markets of Germany, 
Russia and the United Kingdom. In 
conception yrith this it may be men­
tioned that the annual statements for 
1909 of two large English importers 
from New Zealand and Australia, 
Nelsons Limited and the Bovril Com- 
paoy, make a most unsatisfactory 
«bowing. In one case there was a 
large loss ; in the other a reduction 
of pofits to almost nothing. In 
both cases the disorganization of the 
market is held accountable. — Am­
erica.
