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Mountain Saves City 
as Tornado Tears Way 

Across Country-side
(Montreal Star)

Gray-green storm clouds careened 
and tossed down the Ottawa Valley 
and across the Lake of the Two Moun­
tains at 2 o’clock yesterday afternoon,' 
dipped in churning fury over the Rivi­
ere des Prairies, aimed a long, twist­
ing, funnel-like finger at Mount Royal, 
where it tore a pathway through the 
trees and then, rising again into the 
thundering mass livid with lightning, 
leaped across Montreal to the south 
shore of the St. Lawrence to once 
moi'e descend and rip itp way through 
the countryside.

It was the first experience on record 
of a tornado in this city and its vic­
inity.

So far as is known to-day but one 
life was lost and less than a handful 
of persons constitute the toll of casu­
alties on the human side.

As yet it is not possible to estimate 
the property damage, though one fig­
ure, suggested on tbe basis of scatter­
ed reports, thus far received, places 
the }ikely loss at upward Of $1,000,- 
080..* r

Lifted Over the City.
Then the cloud swirled up into .the 

air like a huge whip-lash and snapped 
downward toward the roof-tops of the 
city. But it fell short. The mountain 
had served the elements as Its snow- 
covered “take-off” to winter serves 
the dare-devil ski-jumper. Ae though 
in disappointment at being cheated ot 
its greater prey, the writhing tongue 
of destruction seemed to ooil up and 
to disappear within the billowing folds 
of the lightning-torn vapor above.

But Montreal was not unscathed, 
with hurricane force the storm-driven 
wind, rain and electricity, amid the 
crashing of thunder that made streets 
and buildings tremble from one end 
of the city to the other, gripped the 
metropolis in a ten-minute frenzy, tle- 
ing up traffic and transportation, and 
telephone and lighting systems, smash­
ing qnd uprooting trees, shattering 
windows and bowling over chimney­
pots and sign-boards.

One man was killed. Alphee Plamon- 
don, 26, ot 94 Harmony Street, fell on 
his bead when he jumped from the 
motor truck he was driving when he 
sought to escape the flashing end of 
a live wire dangling to the pavement 
of the comer of St. Ambroise and St.
