Detroit, Jan. 21.—If reports that 
come from Australia by way of San 
Francisco are founded on fact, Tommy 
Burns, cordially disliked by many 
sport followers simply because he got 
the money and kept it, put over the 
biggest thing of his career when he 
fought Jack Johnson, and has given 
answer to the query why he should 
fight a battle in which the odds in 
the matter of height and weight were 
so much against him. If the stories 
told are true. Burns made more money 
out of this one fight than any single 
battle ever netted any fighter in the 
history of the ring.

The story is that “Scientific Boxing, 
Limited," which is the name under 
which the fight club that staged the 
Burns-Squires and Burns-Johnson 
mills operated, was merely Tommy 
Burns himself. Australian reports 
have it that Hugh D. McIntosh, who 
deposited the coin for the big battle, 
and who acted as manager of the club, 
was merely Burns’ representative in 
handling the financial end of the af­
fair. Burns himself, these reports 
say, put up all the money involved.

Explains It Fully.
Should such prove to be the case. It 

Is readily understood why McIntosh 
should so willingly offer to pay $30,000 
to Burns, and should view the pros­
pect with such equanimity, even be­
fore it was certain that the mill would 
be a success in the financial way. 
Pulling off such an affair would be 
simple for Burns, who has been a 
speculator in the fighting game ever 
since he became successful, and who 
has taken all sorts of gambling 
chances at the money end, almost In­
variably with success. Burns would 
not stand to lose anything, excepting 
his own end of the coin, as the re­
ceipts were certain to pay Johnson’s 
money, and to leave a bunch for ex­
penses.
