this afternoen the committee in
charge received a telegram that the
minister had been placed under a
doctor’s care and would be unable
to attend. The deputy minister wds
present instead, and after eulogizing
motives behind the building of a
lasting tribute to the fallen heroes,
ofticially proclaimed Dutton’s Mem-
orfal Hall open.

Spectators Pack Auditorium.

Between 700 and 800 people packed
the spacious auditorium on the second
‘floor of the building, and the variety
‘program, lasting nearly four hours
was greatly appreciated by the ca-
Pacity audience, every entertainer
being forced to respond to encores.

Among the prominent speakers of
the evening were W. B. Roadhouse,
deputy minister of agriculture; Peter
G. Cameron, M.I..A. for West Elgin;
J. W. Currie, M.IL.A., Toronto; War-
gen Drogget and Reeve William Pat-

on.

“This is an occasion which I am
sure will mark a new epoch in the
history of this village and district,”
.#aid Mr. Roadhouse at the beginning
of his address. ‘“This occasion car-
ries with it a two-fold character.
There are the memorial and the
community aspects; of the former I
need say but little. The deeds of our
fallen heroes will never be forgotten.
The memory of those who paid the
supreme sacrifice that we might en-
Joy freedom will ever be cherished
by we wko are present at the opening
of Dutton’s Memorial Hall.

“The provincial government has
encouraged the building of commu-
nity halls; and during the past three
years more than fifty halls have been
built with the aid of the government
grants. T can truthfully say,” he
declared, “that when we take into
consideration the size of the town
there is not a finer memorial hall in
the province. On that account I as-

Paris, Feb, 17.—Gloom pervades
French official circles as the repub-
lic’s democratic and foreign affairs
show a decided turn for the worse.
The last 24 hours constitute a veri-
table “black Friday.” . .

- These events cause pessimistic re-
flections:

1. The most serious labor crisis
8ince 1920, brought about by a wide-
spread miners’' strike, fostered by the
communists,

2. Collapse of the London Ruhr
conference in which France tried to
induce Britain to lend a degree of ald
in the Ruhr.

3. Big increase in the price of food-
stuffs, the price of sugar mounting
100 per cent.

4. The slump of the franc to 16.58
to the dollar.

5. Inability to get coal or cash out
of the Ruhr in sufficient quantities
to make the occupation of the indus-
trial area a paying venture.

Apparently 160,000 miners in
France have left the pits following
the refusal of operators to grant a
25 per cent increase in wages and to

guarantee better working conditions.

In the Saare and Moselle fields
alone 100,000 have struck, completely
paralyzing all production. Added to
this is the general strike of radical
miners, called by their communist
leaders. Although the French miners’
federation refused to sanction this
-strike, it was reported as high as 80
per cent effective in some centers.

The slump of the francs was caused
by the amnnouncement that France
would float an internal loan of 13,-
000,000,000 francs, 8,000,000,000 of
which is to go to the repair of the
devastated areas and the remainder
to be applied to the balancing of the
budget. '

Increase in the cost of living is
attributed to the depreciation of the
france. And as experience proves,
in Germany, Austria, Hungary and
other European nations, has shown
the cost of living mounts far out of
proportion to the slump in money.

Reports received here from the
Ruhr state that lttle coal was ob-
tained Friday and that the inhabi-
tants are becoming more stubborn in
their resistance to the French occu-
pation.

UNABLE T0 SECURE T
FOR BARRACKS PUPLS

Board Finds No Provision Is
Made for Children Within
City Boundaries.

An interesting sidelight has been
thrown on the question with which
the local board of education has been
confronted for some time with regard
to the education of students resident
at Wolseley Barracks, while no
revenue is derived from taxation.

The information is contained in
a further reply from the Toronto
board of education, in answer to a
query sent forth some time ago from
the local secretary’s office as to what
provision had been made, if any, for
students from Stanley Barracks, To-
ronto.

The letter states that the Toronto
board of education is obliged to edu-
cate all children residing within the
city boundaries. No provision is
made for children who may be re-
siding within city boundaries, and
who are exempt from taxation.

London’s case is more acute than
that of Toronto, according to the
members of the board of education,
who recently pointed out that there
are 42 students attending public
schools from Wolselesy Barracks, as
compared with 17 or 18 from Stanley
Barracks, Toronto. The cost to the
London board of education amounts
to $3,200 per year.

The secretary was yesterday in-
structed to draft a resolution, along
with the c¢hairman of the board,
which resolution will be presented
by local delegates to the Urban
Trustees Association of Ontario, at
their convention at Brantford, Feb-
ruary 28 and March 1 and 2. Trustees
representing the local board will be
instructed, Secretary Tanner stated,
to urge the convention strenuously
to adopt a stand which may encour-
age the department of education
and the militia department to
change their present attitude.

WARNS REMOVING LAW
10 CANADIANS' HURT

H. Sullivan Tells Rates Com-
mission of Possible Menace
Over Coastal Regulations.
A SN

Canadian Press Despatch.
Winnipeg, Feb. 17.—~Removal of
the Canadian coastal laws without a
reciprocal measure in the United

States would be to the decided dis-
advantage of Canadian shipowners,
in the opinion of Hugh D. Sullivan
of Chicago, shopowner and broker,
who was a witness before the lake
freight rates commission here yes-
terday.

Mr. Sullivan declined to express an

opinion on the probable effect on
Canadian producers of removal of
regulations which prevent American
vessels trading between Canadian
ports.
“I believe it would be to the dis-
advantage of American ships for both
countries to remave all restrictions,
and to the advantage of Canadian
bottoms,” said Mr. Sullivan,

Removal of the American regula-

tions, while Canadian regulations re-
mained, would work to the distinct
disadvantage of American ship-
owners in his opinion, and, similarly,
elimination of Canadian coastal re-
strictions while American laws re-
malined as at present would be a dis-
advantage to Canadian shipping in-
terests. There was a fleet of about
300 American boats on the great
lakes, he said, aside from United
States Steel Company, which never
had carried anything but iron ore,
except during the war, and which
would not be likely to enter the Can-
adian grain-carrying trade under
conditions, he thought.
Mr. Sullivan gave the commission
a good deal of information on vessel
brokerage, as carried on in Chicago,
where,he said, there were five firms
80 engaged.

KITCHENER CHICKENS
STRICKEN BY MALADY

Fancier Loses 50 Birds in One
day—Epidemic Spreads
Rapidly.

Special to The Advertiser.
Kitchener, Feb. 17—Local poultry-
men are greatly alarmed over the
rapid spread of an epidemic among
chickens which is believed to be a
form of diphtheria.

In one flock alone within the iast
24 hours 50 chickens have died, prac-
tically wiping out fhe lot. The
birds in this flock belonged to Mar-
tin Mikel, a fancy poultry breeder of
the city, and were of considerable
value. Mr. Mikel stated he could
not place an estimate on his loss at
present.

The disease seems to strike the
chickens in the throat, and by post-
mortems performed by Mr. Mikel on
the dead chickens it has been ascer-
tained that a thick grayish matter
mixed with dark blood clogs the
birds’ throats, cutting off the air sup-
ply until they smother and drop
over.

He stated the trouble started with
a bird which he purchased from out
of town. Shortly after the bird ar-
rived it took sick in this way and
died. The disease spread like wild-
fire through the rest of the flock.

Other poultry breeders throughout
the city are reporting similar ex-
periences, and unless the epidemic is
checked it is feared that many of
the best and highest priced birds in
the city will be lost. It is expected
the local poultry organization. will
take the matter in hand and consult
with authorities at the O. A. C. with
a view to combating the spread of
the disease.

Yet there is a feeling of tension in
the house, and in a few moments it

was manifested in Mrs, McClarty's
words.

Husband Stays.

Her husband hagd intended leaving
Stratford today, but he had changed
his plans ang remained here.

Mrs. McClarty, being aware of this,
was asked: “I wonder what business
he has in town? Do you think he will
try to get the children back?”

“Well,” answered Mrs. McClarty,
“I am not taking any v’hances.”

Mrs. McClarty baused, and at this
moment came the laughter from the
two children. They were playing in
the kitchen with their 8randmother,
“Children need fresh air, and yet I
can’t take them out of the house.
They have not been out to play yet,”
she said.

Mrs. McClarty has left the house
but once. Yesterday she went down
town accompanied by her brother.
The children remained with the
grandmother,

“Do they show any effect of their
illness” Mrs, McClarty was asked.
Are Nearly Better.

“No,” she replied, and smiled. “They
are almost better now.”

Asked if the children had told her
anything of their experiences, she
answered: “Sometimes they tell me
whag happened, but I don’t pay any
barticular attention to them. When
they are playing with their toys they
mention the toys they had, but I
don’t want them to speak about it.”

CLAIS FORD AGENT
BETRAYED OWN RACE

Michigan Assistant Attorney
Questions Bailin in Trial of
Alleged Communists.

WITNESS RETICENT

Prosecutor Alleges Man Be-
trayed All Connected With

Him, Even Relatives.

Special to The Advertiser.

Chicago, Feb. 17.—That Albert J.
Bailin, the spy-agent provocateur,
and past master of the double-cross,
made the investigation ana reports
on which were based the celebrated
anti-Jewish articles in Henry Ford's
newspaper, the Dearborn Independent,
and later sold these reports to
Hearst's International Magazine,
which was attempting to discredit
Ford’s anti-Semitic campaign. was
implied Friday by Assistant Attorney-
General O. L. Smith of Michigan, as
he cross-examined Bailin in taking
the latter’s deposition for the defence

in the trial of 22 alleged communists
in Michigan later this month.

Refuses To Answer.

Bailin refused either to deny or
affirm these implications when the
questions whether he did or did not
make these investigations and re-
ports were put squarely up to him
by Smith.

Smith tried Friday to show that
Bailin, in addition .to his self-con-
fessed betrayal of radical workers,
the Burns and Thiel Detective Agen-
ies and other employers had not hesi-
tated to betray or frame his own race,
his own relatives, and in fact, prac-
tically everyone with whom he was
ever connected. The prosecution be-
lieves that in Bailin it has something
new to contend with—a double-cross
complex,

“Did you or did you not conduct
an investigation into alleged Jewish
plots in this country?” asked Smith.

“I refuse to answer, on the grounds
that it is none of your business,” re-
plied the witness.

Bailin gave
same reply
tions:

“Did you make reports which were
used in preparation of articles for
the Dearborn Independent newspaper
published by Henry Ford ?”

“Did you make reports on this in-
vestigation to C. C. Daniels, head of
a detective bureau, and a brother of
the former secretary of the navy?”

“Did you later furnish reports
which were used in articles in Hearst
International Magazine, entitled ‘TJew
Mania’?”

“Did you betray your own race?”

“If you had not betrayed vour own
race, would you not deny the asper-
sion now?”

agent provocateur disowned them as
relatives, and denied the attempted
frame-up.
