But the well 
known rule of evidence is, that the state of 
the law in another province or foreign 
country must be proved, tike any other 
matter of fact.

The plaintiff flatly 
denies the imputation on his hay ; he says 
he sold the hay describing it as . good hay, 
and that it was good when he sold it, and 
when the defendant took it into his own 
care. And the defendant's own account of 
his conduct makes me pretty sure that the 
plaintiff is right ; for the defendant says ' 
that he took this hay and prepared it for 
the New York/niarket, and actually sent it 
there ; bet tnst when it arrived there it had 
been so (Smaged by wet that he could not 
sell it. He baled it at $1 per ton ; he paid 
freight on it $4 per ton ; he paid $2 per ton 
duty, and some other expenses, in all about 
$7 per ton, after having had ample 
opportunities of seMng the condition of the 
hay. It is quite inconceivable that he would 
have gone to all this expense If the hay 
had been in the condition he describes; and 
the suggestion of the plaintiff seems much 
more reasonable, viz., that if the hay were 
found wetrat New York, it was because the 
defendant negkotsd it after baling. I 
rather think that the intention of last 
year’s statute (1892, e. 10, ofi), requiring a 
dispute note to be filed containing the 
grounds of the defence, may have been to 
confine the defence to those grounds, so as 
to save the plaintiff the expense and 
trouble of proving the rest of his case, e.g., 
in this instance, the making of the contract, 
the performance on the plaintiff’s part, the 
breach on the defendant’s part. But there 
are no words of ^prohibition in that section, 
and so this defence has been heard. I 
think it entirely fails, and there must be 
judgment for plaintiff, with costs. .

Six villages, with a 
total population of 6,000, were invaded by 
water, scores of dwellings and barns demol­
ished, and hundreds of people, who sought 
refnge on roofs, drowned. When the work 
of reecue commenced, dozens of persons 
were found huddled on elevated land, half 
dead from terror and exposure. One hun­
dred bodies were recovered at San Sperate 
alone.

The young King of Spain 4s recovering 
from the effects of the cold caught during 
the Columbus fetes in Seville.

An anarchist meeting held in Paris to-day 
terminated in a melee, in which knives and 
revolvers were freely used. Four anarchists 
were arrested.

The general elections were held in Portu­
gal to-day. Four Monarchists and two Re- 
inblicane were elected for Liston, and three 
Monarchists and one Republican for Oporto. 
The returns indicate that the cabinet will 
have a large majority. Senor Catavalho, 
ex-minister of finance, and Senor Benhuray, 
banker, were elected after a heated contest. 
Riots occurred at Dientra and other places, 
and were suppressed by troops.

The ceremony of christening the infant 
Drincess toijn to the German Emperor and 
Empress, op September 13, took pi 
Saturday evening in the jasper gallery of 
the Potsdam palace with great pomp. The 
names bestowed on the child were Victoria

LEE HOW V. TEE ONO.

San Francisco, Oct. 25. — Further par­
ticulars have been received in letters from 
Chinan Fn, China, under date of September 
14, ef the fearful havoc wrought by the 
bursting of the banks of the Yellow river. 
The flood promises to rival the great dis­
aster of three years ago in loss of life and 
property. It is estimated that the 
flowed district is 150 miles in length, and 
the number of people who are starving is 
fully 1,000,000. The Chinan Fn 
pendent says : The Yellow river has 
broken loose again. -Fourteen districts at 
least have suffered. Twenty miles north­
east of the city a break one-third of 
a mile long is reported, through which 
seven-tenths of the river’s water is peering. 
The other three-tenths is for the most part 
spreading itself over the country through a 
break in the the north bank about 50 miles 
from this city, leaving the original channel 
without water. This same thing happened 
six or seven years ago. The break, 20 miles 
from this city, is at a place they called Sa- 
Mon, on the south bank of the river. From 
this break the water finds its way to the 
through the districts of Chang Shan, Chou 
Ping and Poa Shing, Chang Chin, Chi Tan, 
Ching Chen, Chang Chan and perhaps 
others. The districts first named suffered: 
most heavily.

In conversation with a former magistrate 
of the Chi Chnng district, he stated that SO 
per cent of that district was under water. 
From the break to the eea is certainly not 
less than 15 miles.

MR. GLADSTONE’S OFFICIAL HOME.
Almost a Casualty on His Beturn-Hls Arrival 

Unprovided For.

London, Oct. 25—Rt Hon. Mr. Glad­
stone, with his wife and daughter, arrived 
in London, this evening, from Oxford, 
where the aged statesman had been to de­
liver a lecture before the students of the 
University. The evening was damp and 
cold, with a heavy togadding to the gloomy 
aspect of the city. There was a misunder­
standing about the time of the Premier’s 
arrival, and the Secretary, who was to have 
met them, was not present at the station. 
The coachman who was engaged to drive 
the party to No. 10 Browning 
street, the private as well as the 
official residence of the Premier, drove 
recklessly through the misty streets in his 
haste to bring his distinguished fares to 
their destination, and collisions in the road­
way were narrowly Averted, while the oc­
cupants of thé carriage were bumped about 
in what mast have been an uncomfortable 
manner. On reaching the Foreign Office 
quadrangle, the cabby contined at break­
neck speed into the square, instead 
of stopping at dingy No. 10, which 
he evidently considered an unworthy 
domicile for the Premier. The aged janitor 
of the office came out waving his arms, run­
ning, and ■ finally succeeded in attracting 
the attention of the coachman and bringing 
the carriage back.

On alighting, Mr. Gladstone shook the 
hand of the janitor warmly. He 
encumbered with wraps that he could 
hardly move his arms, and the policeman 
who came np had to assist the ladies to the 
sidewalk. Nobody was on hand to wel­
come the family, and Mr. Gladstone rang 
the wrong bell, bringiog only the 
custodian of the building - to the 
door. A reporter, who had followed 
the party from the station, and who was 
familiar with the premises, ventured to 
pull a bell, which summoned the domes ties 
of the household, and, in a few moments, 
the Premier was surrounded by a crowd of 
servants and officials, eager to help him 
install himself in his new quartera. Mr. 
Gladstone seemed annoyed by all the mis­
understandings and mishaps attending his 
home-coming, and it ia not improbable that 
people of superstitions tendencies may re­
gard the unpleasant entrance of the Premier 
into London at the beginning of hie term of 
office as ominous of an unlucky administra­
tion.

Sir Matthew B. Begbie: A man may 
have to suffer for the waste and extrava­
gance, and even the fraud of his partner, 
unless he can show that the plaintiff aided 
in the fraud, or took some advantage 
that is inequitable ae regards the defendant. 
Here Ming Fong was the sole manager, the 
proper person, therefore, to give receipt» in 
the name of the firm, and to be served with 
all legal process. There may have been 
rognery in this transaction, but unless Ah 
Wing shows that the plaintiff was cognizant 
of it he must bear the consequences of his 
imprudent selection of a partner. And if 
the defendant intended to rely on fraud and 
conspiracy in the plaintiff, he ought to have 
charged it. Here everything appears quite 
regular. Ah Wing indeed swears that 
Ming Fong’s powers of management did not 
extend to the borrowing of money for the 
purposes of the business, but I am not told 
that this power was ever negatived 
in any of their partnership arrange­
ments ; it is proved to be a 
customary thing to do ; and Ah Wing’s 
statement is, I think, merely that no snob 
power waa expressly given, if indeed it be 
mote than the mere expression of his opin­
ion that it did not fall within the ordinary 
powers of a manager in such business. The 
receiver deposes that the transaction was 
duly entered at the time in the books, to 
which Ah Wing had full access. He says 
he never examined them; that he ha'd no­
thing to do with any books except the re­
cord in English of the goods brought to the 
firm as pledges. But he might have seen at 
any time what he, as a partner, was being 
bound to by the manager. Even if fraud 
had been duly alleged, I could not say that 
it has been proved, much less that the 
plaintiff is implicated. There must be judg­
ment for the plaihtiff.

steamer owned fcy Sheng Taotax, formerly 
of Che Fos, terminates its route along the 
southern shore of tho Gulf of Pechili. At
the beginning of the present year a large 
force of men, numbering at one time as 
high as 50,000, were pnt to work on this 
stream to widen, deepen and straighten its 
channel, the idea being to make a canal of 
it suitable for the passage of houseboats 
and small junks frfim the seaboard to the 
capital. In this way it was hoped that 
Chinan Fn, with her large commerce 
would find better connection with the out­
side world than through the grand canal, 
which is two days' overland journey from 
here, and its devious route to Tientsin. 
Already 200,000 taels bad been spent on 
this work, and Sheng Taotax had sent a 
little steam launch to help in the work of 
opening commerce, but the 200,000 taels is 
as good as thrown a wav. It is stated that 
the pioney used in building the canal, and 
an equal amount still unexpended were con­
tributed bÿ benevolent individuals, mostly 
in Kieng Su and Fukien provinces, for the 
relief of the Shan Tung famine sufferers of 
three years ago. Why it is not spent for 
that purpose does not appear.

On the north of the river the vagrant 
waters also overwhelmed the channel of a 
small river flowing to the sea. The district 
to suffer most severely there is Chi Yan, 70 
per cent, of which is said to be under water, 
and not less than 1,000,000 people have no 
food to eat. According to aU accounts, the 
devastation ia frightful. At the time of the 
break the river was between four and five 
feet higher than it is ordinarily 
tide. Imagine, if you can, a stream of wa­
ter fifteen feet deep and one-third of a 
mile wide breaking loose in your own neigh­
borhood. Of course the water quickly 
spreads in all directions, but most of the 
villages are near the break or are in the line 
of the current. The poor wretches climb to 
the tops of their houses, their clothes and 
the little ones about them, but they 
scarcely npon the roof before their miserable 
mad dwellings crumble beneath them and 
they are lost. In one town alone of 5,000 
families it is said half the population per­
ished. The American Presbyterians, Eng­
lish Baptists and probably the English 
Methodists have many converts in the flood­
ed regions, and onr sympathies are largely 
drawn upon.
