FRIENDSHIPS BETWEEN NATIONS.

U. S. Ambassador Thomas F. Bayard,
one of the speakers at the meeting of the
geamen’s Hospital Society, which was
held at Mansion house yesterday, re-
plied to Chairman Sir Donald Currie,
founder of the Castle lin3, an intimate
friend of Mr. Gladstone, who remarked
that the Queen, the Czar, and the Em-
peror William were supporters of the
gociety, and it now had the good-will of
the President of the United States, ex-
pressed by the presence of Mr. Bayard.
The latter, dwelling upon the seamen’s
senge of brotherhood, said: ‘At
gea there are mno such things
as troublesome - boundary disputes,
contested spheres of influence, buffer
gtates or other creations of diplomacy.
Scarcely a day has passed without
tokens of gratitude and good-will being
sent by Americans to seamen for their
heroisin in connection with rescues upon
the high seas. When attending my
duties in Washington, I remember how

he

‘there was a constant current of thanks

and gratitude from Great Britain to
the sailors of the United States. Such
acts are healing the difterences and
strengthening the friendship between
sailors, and may be the means of -bind-
ing friendship and good feeling in homes
on both sides of the Atlantic.””
THE ASHANTI EXPEDITION.

The British troops which formed part
of the Ashanti expedition retarned to
London on Thursday in a dilapidated,
though not battered condition.. They
were enthusiastically chee; as they |
marched through ‘the city from ‘the
docks where they “were ianded to the
barracks in the west part of Loadon.

The new Commander-in-Chief General
Lord Wolseley in an address which he
made on Thurgeday in this city, advocat-
ing increasing the navy as Great Brit-
ain’s first line of defence, expressed the
opinion that in the advent of war it
would be impossible to sever the food
supply of Great Britain. His chief argu-
ment was that all the fleets in the world
““would not. prevent our American
cousins, who were always looking for
money, and have an eye to the main
chance, from running into our harbors
with cargoes of wheat and flour.”

IMMORALITY IN GLASGOW.

James - Keir-Hardie,  the Socialist
labor leader, has made discoveries in
Glasgow, similar to thise unearthed by
Mr. W. T. Stead in' London and publish-
ed in 1885 in the Pall Mall Gazette. Mr.
Hardie’s revelations have been-publish-
ed in language that ig even franker than
that employed by Mr. Stead ia his state-
ments representing offeneces n.%:’avinst
young women and children. ell-

nown commercial and religious men of
Glasgow and the municipal authorities
are pilloried by Mr. Hardie for their
offences against chastity, and itis shown
that this model city, where it -was sup-
posed vice had been abolished, had be-
ccl>_me a secret pandemonium of immor-
ality.

The 8t. James Ggzette says: ‘‘The
New York' Yacht:*Cfub very properly
has expelled Lord Dunraven. e can
only regret that the credit of British
sportsmanship was ever identified with
a man who can behave so badly.”

A special meeting of.the yacht racing
association will be called to consider the
action of the N.Y.C.C. in expelling
Lord Dunrayen from honorary member-
ship in that organization. The West-
minster Gazet.e remarks: *‘ The result
is deplorable, but no surprise. ‘The sore-
ness in the United States against Eng-
land may take years to dispel.”

The Globe says: “ The proceedings of
the N. Y. Y.C. are growing more and
more peculiar. We are at a loss to un-
derstand them except on the ugly hy-
vothesis that the motion to expel him
was in unnecessarily offeneive terms.
The assertion that Lord Dunraven’s re-
signation was not received is especially
interesting ”’

La Republique Francaise expresses
the opinion that the vote of the United
States senate is a *‘ grave breach of inter-
national courtesy,” adding: ‘ The
language of the senators would justify
the strongest protest.”’

BLOODY FIGHTING.

Tampa, Fla., Feb. 29.—Yesterday’s
mail from Cuba brings letters from two
different sources, announcing the out-
rages which are stited in the dispatch
given below, directed to Senator Morgan
in Washington:‘Gity by Rafael Portu-
ondo, the Cuban secretary of state, who
has left for Washington City:

* In Qudto, seven miles from the sub-
urby of Havana, on baturday, February
92, at half-past two, the insurgents re-
tired from the town. At six o’clock 300
Spanish soldiers entered, immediately
murdering -non-combatants to the num-
of twenty-two. Among them were two
Spaniards, sick men, boys of:15, and an
old mian- of 72. Fifteen insurgent non-
eombatants have been taken to Maranio
for trial. This newshas been confirmed
bv living witnesses who have just ar-
rived from the scene of the butchery.”

Details of the battle at Palo Prieto,
between Santa Clara and Placeta, about
February 20, bave been received. The
tpesult is eonsidered more important
£hiaithe battles of Peralajo Coliso or Las
Cacaos. Serafin Sanchez commanded
the Cubansand Gen. Paluncothe Spani-
ards. The outecome was the greatest
triumph the Cubansever had, the Span-
ish loss ‘being 700. Gen. Palanco was
severely wounded, and his horse is now
in possession of Quintin Bandera, In
their flight many Spaniards threw them-
selves into the river. The Spaniardsat-
tacked a small detachment of scouts,
who soon overtook the. main body, and
after a short fight the machete charge
wae ‘made, prostrating hundreds of
Spanish beneath their terribleonslaught.

THE SULTAN’S WORRIMENTS.

CONSTANTINOPLE, via Sofia, Feb. 29.—
The Turks are rapidly becoming far
more dangerous to the rule of Abdul
Hamid than the Armenians, although
the revolutionary agents of the latter are
still busily at work. They appear to
have become convinced , that their only
hope of any kind of redress is in the na-
ture of a partial self-government, and
lies in the Young Turk party. This is
continually strengthening, and the party
is daily becoming bolder. On the other
hand the murmuring among the popu-
lace is more distinct, and it has reached
the ears of palace officials in-an unmis-
takable manner, causing the utmost un-
easiness and anxiety.
The police and military authorities
have been taking steps for some time
g:st to get at the facts of what seems to
a widespread conspiracy, with head-
quarters in this city, and branches, it is
said, in many parts of the Ottoman em-
pite. ‘Affairs " yesterday and to-day
reached a point when it was judged that
energetic action could no longer be de-
layed, soover 200 Armeniansand a num-
ber of Turks have been arrested.
The anxiety to outwit the hostiie pow-
ers, when secretly backed up hy-Russia,
is a comparatively easy task, whep com-
pared with confronting a possible up-
rising of a strong section of the  Turks
themselves. The latter are  incensed
against the Armenians for the agitations
which they have fostered, but are also
very bitter against the long-continued
misrule of the palace people. Thus, the
Armenian agitators have really been
playing into the hands of the govern-
ment, and it is only now, when the dis-
turbances have subsided,” that the real
situation is becoming apparent.
The feeling therefore amongthe Turks
against. the Sultan has nothing to. do
with the Armenians, the treatment they
have been subjected to and their alleged
grievances. It is due to the wrongs suf-
fered by the Turks themselves, and the
terrible oppression, secret pelice and
tax-gatherers.” i
Among the lower classes here the mat-
ter might not go further than plundering
the palace;-etc., and the ousting of the
palace favorites, and probably the im-
}Erovement of the government thereby.
urkish officials claim that the arrests
were made simply as a preeaution
against the possibility of a hostile-mani-
festation against the Sultan upon the
occasion of his visit to Topkahou palace
to-day to attend the Midranizah festival.

WRECKEDIN MID-0CRAN

Steamer ‘ St. Pierre,” the C. P. N.
Co.’s Latest Purchase, Lost
En_ Route Here.

Captain Sears and Presumably His
Crew Arrive at Gibraltar—
Meagre Particulars.

Unexpected news in the shape of a
cable message from Captain Sears, of the
steamer St. Pierre, came to the C. P. N.
Company early yesterday afternoon,
announcing the total loss of that vessel,

40| ghe having®left Halifax for Victoria on

the 12th inst. The message merely
states that the steamer St. Pierre had
been wrecked and abandoned at_ sea.
This message coming from Gibraltar

40| could not well be interpreted by the

C.P.N. officials, and theonly wayin which
they can account for it is that the cap-
tain arrived there on some trans-Atlantic
liner going to the Mediterranean Sea.
The crew of the vessel, not having been
spoken of in the message, are presum-

9| ably with the Captain, and - the general

supposition is that after the disaster
they abandoned the steamer; being
afterwards picked up by a passing ves-
gel. The St. Pierre, as already known,
was but recently purchased: by the
C.P.N. Co. to run on the West. Coast
route, and a full description, together
with an engraving of her, was published
in‘the CoronisT of the 9th -inst. - Capt.
Sears was not the.enly Victorian- aboard
and, therefore, further news regarding
the ship’s fate is anxiously . awaited.
This will probably be forthcoming to-
day. The St. Pierre carried a crew all
told of twenty men. She had $30,000
insurance on her, largely held by Ameri-
can companies, the China of Boston
carrying about $8,000. The transfer of
the steamer’s register from Halifax to
Victoria was, it is understood, shortly to
have been made.

. A special despatch from Halifax
confirms the news given in the C. P. N.
Co.’s Gibraltar cable, but adds little to
the meagre information therein con-
tained. Besides Captain Sears, there:
were on board the lost steamship at least
two other Victorians, the chief engineer-
and the second officer, the former of
whom was accompanied on the fateful
trip by his sister.

JAMESON IN ENGLAND.

Lo~poN, Feb. 29.—Dr. Jameson is the
guest of Lord William Beresford at Deep-

den Dorking. His arrival in England is
the sensation of the week. The charge
of *“ warring against a friendly power,”’
brought against him when arraigned in
the Bow street police court on Mon-
day last, was based on the foreign
enlistment act of 1870, which was passed
toprohibit Fenian raidsinto Canada from
the United  States. .
