EGG CULTURE.
The following note from the Portland 

Oregonian anent egg culture, contains a 
good hint for local hen-fruit raisers:

San Francisco is famous for the high 
•price of its poultry-yard produce, but 
there is no demand there for Oregon 
eggs. In the San Francisco trade they 
are known as “bakers.” The quality of 
the^Oregon egg, so far as its inside goes, 
is good enough for any one, but its 
external appearance is not in its favor. 
If its shell were cleaner it would meet 
the fastidious California demand.

In a recent contest for suggesting the 
best way to make $5 grow, the prize was 
awarded to a man who advised that tko 
amount be invested in eggs for hatchiag.

MALCOLM ISLAND VICTIMS.

Much Needed Help Given the Unfortunates

Provincial Constable Woolacott, who has 
leached . Vancouver from Malcolm Island, 
reports that as soon as the news of the fire 
at Malcolm Island reached Alert Bay, 
i-ellef measures were taken. In an inter­
view In the News-Advertiser he states that 
on behalf of the government, but acting on 
his own responsibility, he purchased such 
supplies as he was informed were absolute­
ly necessary to relieve the privation and 
immediate dlstrless of the people—cloth­
ing bedding, food, etc., being purchased to 
ihe value of $200. Meanwhile the generous- 
hearted people of Alert Bay ransacked 
their own houses for clothing, etc., and 
with a full load of relief supplies the 
launch returned to the scene of the disas­
ter. Constable Woolacott and the Rev. A. 
W. Corker, Church of England medical 
missionary at Alert Bay, accompanied the 
supplies in order to render what assistance 
they could. They found 77 people, or 16 
families, practically without homes or 
clothing.

Of those injured. Mr. Woolacott states 
that although 11 were seriously burned, all 
will, it is expected, recover. Dr. Beckman, 
the colony, doctor, aided by Rev. Mr. Cor­
ker. attended to these. The medical stock 
of ihe former escaped the flames and thus 
necessary lemedles and appliances were 
available.
