TOKIO ANTI-TREATY RIOTS.

Japanese Ofﬁcia—lssuu Statement:
Explaining: the Situation.

Washington, Sept. 16.—An official report
concerning the recent anti-treaty riot in
Tokio was today received by the Japan-
ese legation. On tle basls of this report,
Mr. Hioki, charge d’affaires of Japan,
said today:‘ “My advice from Tokio does
not attempt to minimize the importance of
affairs as they existed. The condition was
regarded as deplorable by the government
as well as by the people. It gave a pain-
ful surprise to the Japamese, however, to
see that the action of a riotous mob join-
ed by the worst elements of the city into
which degenerated an intended orderly
political meeting, should be regarded in
foreign countries as a reflection on the
general mnational sentiment.

‘“The immediate provocation of the riot-
ous outbreak was the action of the police
who sought to prevent a political mase
meeting, and not the slightest feeling of
hostility toward forelgners in general or
Americans in particular entered into the
spirit of the mob. The actlon of the
police in forbidding the holding of the
mase meeting incited the crowd, and the

Destruction of Property Followed
But I can positively state that the ques-
tion of nationality of the owners of the
property had nothing to do with this van-
dalism. No personal injury was done to
_ foreigners.

“Of course, there are many Japanese
who are disappointed over the terms of.
the peace treaty, and it is natural that
they sheuld expresg their disappointment;
but the majority of the thinking class of
my country deprecate ..e riotous out-
break, and regret the injurious impression
created by the disturbances, which ap-
parently led some persons to. regard them
as an indication of a feeling of hostility on
the part of Japan toward the United
States. I am aunthorized to say that not-
| withstanding what difference of opinion
imay exist in Japan over the terms of
| peace, there is a strong united and friend-
yly feeling toward the United States, amnd
deep appreciation of the earnest, impartial
and sincere goodwill which has attended
the efforts of President Roosevelt.”

Japan’s Legal Adviser Tells Why In-
demnity Was Not Insisted Upon.

St. Paul, Minn., Sept. 16.—Legal Ad-
viser H. W. Dennison and other mem-
bers of the Japanese peace party ar-
rived at St. Paul from Chicago today
and were entertained at breakfast at
the Minnesota Club as guests of J. J.
Hill. In speaking of the results of
the peace mission, Mr. Dennison said:
“We did not insist upon an indemnity
for the same reason that our position
did not permit of indemnity. If we
had had a fleet in the Baltic Sea or an
army before St. Petersburg or at the
gates of Moscow, we might have en-
joyed the same advantage that the
Germans possessed when they occu-
pied Paris. They got a big indemmity
from France merely as an inducement
to go away, but our fleets and armies
were many thousands of miles from
Europe and Russia.
