Those of our contemporaries throughout

the Dominion who have alluded to the pro-
posal to establish a maximum railwey
passenger rate of two cents a mile have done
so approvingly, but thLe greater part of the
press of the country have shown painful
discretion by leaving so thorny a subject
alone, There is fevertheless every indica-
tion that for the public in general the
matter possesses particular interest, and
there can be mno doubt that  the
twenty members who voted for the
resolution were more truly representabive of
public opinion than the one hundred and
twenty-eight who voted against it, Not
that it is intended to reflect severely on the
majority. The question is anew one, and it
would have been beyond reason to have ex-
pected it to have met with general accept-
ance on its first presentation. 1t will have
torun the gauntiet of criticism like every
other new proposal. AMany who, vated
against it are ‘doubtless not opposed to the
principle. ‘They simply desire . more
light on the subject Mr. Mills of
Bothwell, who suggested the appointment
of a special committee, is probably one of
the members who is in this position. The
fear that a reduction of the passenger rates
would mean a-large annual loss to the rail-
ways and that this would be an injustice no
doubt influenced others to vote nay. Tge
mere assertion that the reduction of the
rates would correspondingly increase the
volume of travel does not convince them.

GLADSTONE ON RECIPROCITY.

He Says It Will [Not Improve the Condi-
tion of Trade in Great Britain.

Loxpox, July 8.—The Daily News Edin-
burgh:despatch rays:

«Xessrs, Gladstone and Wauchope were
nominated to-day (Thursday) and the elec-
tion will take place on Tuesday next.

tAfter the election Mr.Gladstone will go
to Hawarden for a well-earned rest prior
to the opening of Parliament. He started
for West Calder to-day in excellent health
and spirits.

At West Calder :esublic hall hdd been
formed out of a disu uarry. The plat-
form was reached through a vista of tortu-
ous subterranean passages, with. an occa-
sional tumble down a flight of steps. The
hall was packed and the audience, on Bee-
ing Mr, Gladstone issue from the final tun-
nel, rose to its feet and gave & vociferous
cheer.

«Mr Gladstone spoke an hour and 20
minutes with unabated vigor. . Referring
to the elections, he described the losses in
Glasgow, Perth and Southport through
Laborites splitting the Liberal votes, a8
fosses involving on the Liberal party dis-
credit and dishonor. ‘A loss we can bear,’
he said, ‘may be repaired, but dishonor and
diseredis cannot be effaced from the re-
cord.” It wassad and sorrowful, he said,
to think that three-fourths of the mischief
had been done in Scotland, the ‘home and
fortress of Liberaliem.” He heartily trust-
ed that there would be 10 repetition of
these crack-brained proceedings. The Lib-
eral party could not afford to play such
pranks without disaster. 3

ssAfter a po,ssing reference to Ireland, he
proceeded to cite Tory prophecies made with
a view to retard and defeat the Liberal pro-
posals. The most effective portion of the

stance of the Earl of Derby’s opposition in
1837 to the proposal to concede the govern-
ment to Canada.
