COL. GARTSHORE RE-ELECTED.

Lieut.-Col. W. M. Gartshore was re-
turned to the Hospital Trust over H
B. A. Swindall, the labor candidate, by |
a majority of 3,785.

The Children’s Hospital by-law was
approved with a majority of 2,509, while
the Home for Incurables by-law re-
ceived a majority of 1,624.

Mr. Ashplant contends that instead
of being a defeat the returns show a
“victory"” for the ones whom he repre-
sents. He points out that, despite the
areat effort made on Saturday, his vote
was not reduced from that of one year
ago.

RETURNS COMPARED.

The returns of the election of 1920
give Mr. Ashplant a vote of 3,565, while
he polled 3,643 this year. But Mayor
Little, who polled 4,362 votes last year,
received 5,603 on Saturday. J. M. Par-
sons, who was the third candidate in!
1920, polled 210 votes. Thus Mayor |
Little gained 1.141 votes, while Mr. Ash-
plant advanced by 78 over last year.
