—"The loss of life was after-
wydp found not to be guifc as bud as
but the tigures are
appalling — fifty men and boys !—
who Jeft their omes but a short time
previously in the fush of health and
Lalrangt,b, with no guspicion that gver
them was hovering a presence, from
whieh every mortal shrinks in dread,
and that its wings even then were
throwing a shadow over them. With
no thoughtof even danger; with per-
haps many a laugh and joke, and
zhoughts of wives and little ones at
home, these poor miners went to their
accustomed work, and had but reached
their stations, when, with scarcely a
moment's warning, they stepped over
the threshold of another world.  Poor
fellows ! but for them we can now only
say requiescgnd in pace, and then turn
our thoughts to the living widows and
orphagns, oyer one hundred in pumber,
who haye thus suddenly been deprived
of thejr protectors. These people are
poor, end the rigor of our winter sea-
son is close at hand, and it is the duty
of the whole Province—nay, of the Do
miniop —to contribute towards the re-
liefof these bereaved people. There
ought to be no delay about it, but sub-
scription papers should be started in
every town and village, and a small
contribution from each individual
woyld foot up an amount sufficient to
ensure that the winter could be tided
over without suffering at least. Our
capital, which is one of the most charit
able cities of its size on this Continent,
will lead off, we feel assured; and we
hope that our County will also be in
the van. Think of it, while you sit en
joying the comfort of your coal fires
what Qaugers bave to be undergone
that you may have the article which
plays so important a part in your do-
mestic economy, and let such thoughts
bring forth the essence ¢f charity—
practical help.
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— Inanother column will be found a
well-penped article from one of our
farmer friends upon direct steam com-
munication bgtween Apnapolis Royal
and the mother country—a subject
which has been before touched upon inj
these columns. We guite agree with
our correspondent as to the desirable-
ness of such a means of trapsit for our
producé and live stock ; but as to whe-
ther or not the project is 8 feasible ope,
requires the most mature consideration.
The first cost of the ‘enterprise in
building apd fitting up the steamship,
and jn-prepairing a suitable pier would
inyclve s very large outlay which
should mot be gone recklessly into. A
most carefu] estigzate must be made up
by competept mep-—men’ of practical
experience on each branch—in regard
to the quantity. of apples and other pro
duce that will be, not probably, shipped
(estimating on A fair average year,
and on the secureness of the market);
then the nuwmber of: live stock that
would be carried by this route should
receiye cjose gtteption. (In this sec.
tion. we believe that gsome of the
heaviest freights would be made;
though we baye not statistical infor-
mation at hapd (o gupport the asser-
tion.) The question of return gargoes,
which would, no doubt be considerable,
as a direct importing trade in Enoglish
manufacturers would receive a great
impetus, should next be gone into;
the chances of freight from other ports
that ceyld be tonched at en route; whe-
ther oz nat soliciting the co-operation
of New Brupswickers, would be de-
sirable; and the chances of ruinous
competition, through one of the great
pteamship companies, should it be
decided to go ahead, apd too much
had been doge fo retreat, puiting one
of their steamers either direct]y on the
youte, or else at St. John, ¥. B., and
reducing their rate of freight to a
figure,that we could not compete with
ar all, should in turn receive a due
share of attentjon. The Dr, gnd Cr.
sides of an enterprise of this desorip-
tion eannot’be tgo carefully weighed;
although a certain amount of unavoid:
able risk must be encopntered in every
beavy undértaking. .

Mr. Gladstone, in reply to the toast to|
Her Majesty’s Ministers, said the abundant |
barvest was one fortunate circumstance for |
Ircland. It would be the duty of tbe|

Ministers to carefully examine the condi-| is pothing more nor less than this—the |

tion of the lawin regard to the wants of
Ircland, and, if they found occasion to
believe its provisions were insufficient for
the happiness of the people, they would
not scruple to call upon parliament to
deal with the subject in & spirit of equity |
and justice. He continued:—¢ Ilegiti-|
mate influences are at work in Ireland.
The waintenance of public order is to ve |
considered before the improvement of the |
aw. Those who wish to occupy evicted
farms are obstructed by menace, intimk
dation, crime and the infringement of the
rights of free citizeuship Although the
government are anxious to promote practi-
cal improvements in the land laws, yet we
recognize as & duty above all others the |
duty of enforcing the law for purposes of
order. The obligation incumbent upon us
is to protect every citizen in the enjoy-
ment of life and property, and it may be
that nnder certain circumstances we may
be compelled to ask for a certain increase
of power, but we will never anticipate such
contingency. Yet if it arises we shall not
shrink from the obligations devolving
upon ys.

Although the Zulu war is ended yet
another struggle has beeu begun in South
Africa which, I am sorry to say, has not
yet terminated. As to India we have not
yet accomplished all we wish. Some por-
tion of Afghanistan has been restored to a
more hopefu]l condition. We bave been
able to diminish by 30,000 men the force
engaged in  Afghanistan.” Referring to
the Eastern question Mr. Gladstoue said :
« The late Premier justly stated that if the
Treaty of Berlin was carried oyt it would
Le very beneficial, and that Englaod would
not shrink from the obligations of the
treaty. When we came into power we
determined to uphold the treaty. We deny
that we are enemies of Turkey. Oun the
contrary, we have pursued a policy by
which Torkey may continue to exist. To
justity that existence two things are neces-
sary—-the fulfilment of internatioual obli-
gutions and that the cgndition of Ottoman
subjects be rendered tolerable by equal
laws. No progress has yet been made in
the Greek question. Asto the European
coucert we did not wish it to be the duty
of England to take upon itself alone the
obligations of the Treaty of Berlin, but we
wished to promote the concert by amicable
means. We have just received a telegram
from the Sultan iuforming uys he has good
hope that during to-day or to~morrow
highly satisfactory news will be received
from Dulcigno.’” Mr. Gladstone brought
his speech to a close with & toast to the
heslth of the Lord Mayor. The Zlimes, in
its leading editorial, says:—*Mr. Glad-
stone’s principal declaration at the Lord
Mayor's banquet last night was that main~
tenance of law and order must precede any
legislation jp connection with the land
laws.”’

1f a swmall portion of the
money now drawing from three to four per
cent interest, to say nothing glLout large
deposits bearing no interest at all, were
invested in such an  undertaking, and
others of kindred character, what great
good would result therefrom, not only to
the country, but to the promotcrs them-
Then the lack of manufacturing
industries in Nova Scotia as well o
throughout the Maritime Provinces might
cease to be a standing subject of regret,
and the prejudices against the enterprise
and products of Ontario and Quebec, would
abate, our own self respect and welfare
being greatly promoted at the same tige.

Let us glance at the surplus products
which we have even now to export, all of
which would find a profitable wmarket in
England, promising that the trade of which
we are now speaking is yet but in its in-
fancy, and that nothing would so. conduce
to its rapid development, as the establish-
ment of direct steam communication as
Lgre proposed. Doubtless, many things
would be both exported and imported of
which we do not now even dream. Pro-
bably the quantity of apples, which will
be sent to England this season from the
Valley of Annapolis alone, will not fall
below thirty thousang barrels, (30,000) in-
cluding next spring’s shipments. These
will pay an average profit of $1.00 per
barrel, probably, should the project here
mooted go into effect, apples would Dbe
carried at from 75c¢. to 80c. per barrel,
thus saving to the Froit Growers from
$6,000 to $7,500 per annum in years to
come, But the time is not far distant
when our shipment of fruit will be doubled,
when the gain 1ndicated would also be
doubled. ' Ou cattle thers would be a cor.
responding gain in the way of freight
charges, 50 on chosse, poultry, potatoesr
and all other commodities which we might
have to export.

In penning this article for your oxcel-
lent paper, I have not proposed to myself
