Any one may 
cultivate it who will take the trouble to 
try ; and the most unsystematic, sp**' 
modic worker will realise with amasement 
how easy It is to get through an allotted 
task in half the time It formerly required, 
by planning it all out before entering the 
office, workshop, or kitchen.

The hurried worker Is the one who fancies 
be is an uncommonly busy man. True, 
he is ; so is the man who tries to bale out 
a leaky boat with a crown less hat yj^nd in 
proportion to the energy expended, very 
often, the one accomplishes aboutas much 
as the other.

The busiest men we have known were 
those who never seemed to be in a burry, 
and they accomplished more in a given 
time, and wore less worn out when their 
work was doue, than many who accom­
plished half as much, and almost ruptured 
themselves In doing it.

Think about your work before beginning 
it, then go at it deliberately. II will 
wear and tear ot nerve and muscle, you 
will accomplish more, and what you do 
will bo better done.— The Manufacturer and 
Builder.

MERRY SEASON,.Loxdox, Jso. 15.—Tbe mill from Sua- 
klm brings dispatches from Gon, Grenfell, 

which la an absolutely authentic 
account of the last hoars of Geu. Gordon, 
the hero of Khartoum. The account Is 
furnished by Demattlo Georglo, a Greek, 
who recently arrived at Snaklm from 
Khartoum Georglo was present at the 
capture and sack of Khartoum. Here is 
bis story as told to Gen. Grenfell :

■< I was at Khartoum tbe night It was 
taken. The Nile had gone back «o that a 
pait of the city was open. Gordon did 
not construct fresh trenches and ramparts, 
because he thought there was sufficient 
troops to defend the city. There were 
3,000,1 think. The gaps and all round 
were held by a large force under Farig 
Pasba That night Farig moved bis troops, 
especially the blacks, from the gaps, say­
ing that the soldiers were wanted on the 
other side. Gordon had perfect confidence 
In Farig. The attack took place at two 
points. At the largest gap there was no 
resistance. If the British army, or even a 
few of them, bad arrived one hour before 
the attack took place, Khartoum would not 
have been taken, and Gordon’s troops 
would have fought to tbe last. Farig had 
sent word to tbe Mahdl : “ Unless you 
attack to-night all la lost." In that night 
all was blood and flames. The city had 
passed over from the command of Gordon 
to the Mahdl. It was a dreadful night. 
I shall remember it to my dying day.

He 
called attention to the fact that two years 
ago he had expressed the opinion that any­
one could buy a plot, plant 1,000 trees, 
drain tbe land, fence it, etc., at an expense 
of $3,000, and at the end of eight 
that young orchard would be saleable at 
from $5,000 to $10,000. That was his 
opinion then ; now he is able to prove It. 
He believed that rough pasture land was 
best for orchard planting. Tfia 
a better growth of tree and produced a bet­
ter fruit. It could be purchased at $20 or 
$30 an acte. Tnat’s the sort of land he 
had planted his orchard in, and last sum­
mer his trees showed two feet of growth. 
Tbià uncultivated stump land gave twice 
the growth to trees that cultivated land 
gave. Ii was a big point to utilize this 
practically use'eta land lor orcharding in 
contradistinction tcriiigh cultivated laud. 
He advocated a re organization of the as­
sociation and its conversion into a sort of 
trust or combine. They conld thus sim­
plify the work, solve ibe difficulties, char­
ter their own steamers, ship direct and 
send a supercargo to see that the fruit was 
placed directly in the hands of tbe con­
sumers.
