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—Halifax, for the first timein her hismry'
is a poor second to her old rival, St. John,
as a winter port of Canada, Recognizing
the situation, the city is now endeavoring to
better its position by securing a through
freight rate over the government milway
from Moptreal equal to the rate over the
same line to St. John. If this is obtained,
the city will no doubt secure a portion of the
western trade, but will do so at the expense
of the country gemerally. The I. C. R.
being a government road, can carry freight
from New Brunswick to Halifax without
any charge to shippers or receivers, but the
haulage will nevertheless have to be paid
from the pockets of the people, and it is open
to question whether Halifax should thus be
benefitted at the expense of the whole coun
try. IftheIl. C. R. was a money-making
rond, no objection would be raised to a por
tion of the profits being spent in the inter-
ests of Halifax, but while deficits are to be
faced they should be kept as small as possi-
ble. Halifax has long been the pet of gov:
ernments, imperial and federal; subsidized
steamers have loaded at government wharves
and from government warehouse and eleva.
tor. St. Jobn had none of these facilitics,
but that city was enterprising enough to
spand money freely in building wharves and
warehouses and is now thoroughly fitted to
handle the immense quantities of freight
that will be shipped from ite docks this win-
ter. Over amillion dollars of St. John money
has been spent and as a shipping port the
commercial capital of New Brunswick ranks
second to Montreal. Such enterprise de-
served recogaition by the goverment and
while as Nova Scotians our sympathies are
with Halifax, it must be admitted that Hal-
ifax has done lictle for itself. I may be a
policy of the present government to ‘‘ help
them that help themselves”; if so, the prin-
ciple is » good one., Halifax will likely re-
main under a cloud till the present tempor-
ary arrangements for an Atlantic steamship
service are terminated and the much talked
of fast line inaugurated.
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— New Zealand will adopt a differential
trade tariff in favor of the United Kingdom,
following closely in the footsteps of Canada.
A few weeke ago the MoxN1TOR contained an
interesting article on that prosperous little
celony, which, in spite of its smallness and
its remoteness from the centres of old and
new world civilization, is one of the most
advanced countries in the world ia its treat-
ment of political and soci The
average value of its imports is thirty million
dollars; two thirds of the impurts are pur-
chaged in Great Britain, while that country
farnishes a market for over three-fourths of
the exporis of the colovy which are valued
at over forty million doliars. So the island
has little to lose in making a preferential
treaty with Creat Britain, allowing its tariff
02 gocds from other countries to remain as
a! present. The step does not involve the
same important considerations as are con-
nected with Canada’s preferential trade offer,
but it indicates a disposition to knit the
bonds of empire closer and Canada and New
Zealand's lead will eventually be followed
by the other golonies.

Incidentally it may be mentioned that
New Zealand affords an example of the prac-
ticability of the Henry Geerge theory of
state ownership of land, for there, in theory,
the state owns the land and leases it to- ten-
ants for a period of nine hundred and nine-
ty-nine years at a rental calculated at four
per cent. of ihe unréclaimed values, Itisa
novel scheme bat it works well, for though
the national debt is over §200,000,000, it is
being decreased rapidly; the treasury has
had substantial surpluses for several consec-
utive years.

The president of the British Board of Trade,
the Right Hon. Charlss Rite does not
regard the situation as at all inflarnced by
the free trade policy ©f Great Britain; he
looks below the surface for the cconomic
cauees that are working so disastrously, and
lays the blame on the industrial classes
themselves. He says that the United States
i3 executing orders which ought to be exe-
cuted in Lngland because of **the freedom
““ her manufacturers erjsy of emplaying the
““ best machiuery and working it in the most
“‘ economical manner, untrammelled by the
““restrictions which have hampered manu-
““Iacturzrs here.” The houorable president
is considered an eminent authority on zuch
matters and his conclusioh is probably not
far from correct. In Carada or the United
States such a condition of trade stagnation
would probably be diagnosed by experts as
reauliing from the tariff regulations applied
to the shrinking industry, and we naturally
look to see Great Britain turn’ to protection
as a remedy for iadustrial disaster under
free trade. Eoglish pariiamcutarians have
taken this view of the case, but their words
do not carry the weight of Mr, Ritchie,
whose untterances will go far to still the
clamor for protection that has arizen in
England recently.
S
—Cape Breton is in a ferment of excite-
ment cver the closing of several of the Do-
minion coal compasy’s mines, which will
throw over six hundred men out of employ-
ment and have a depressing eflect on gencral
busincss. The provincial- government has
been asked to interfere, and Premier Murray
has wired a protest to the president of the
great coal mining company, H. M. W hitney.
Whether the government are in a position
to dictate, under the terms of the far reach-
ing lease held by the company, remains to
be seen. Mr. Whitney’s syndicate is oper-
ating the Cape Breton mines for the money
to be made out of them, and not in the in-
terests of the island, and a ““ soulless corpor-
ation ” with a ninety-nine years lease of the
most extensive coal mining areas of the pro-
vince, wields a power that is to be feared.
We trust that Premier Murray will be able
to persuade the company to coatinue the
operation of the mines,

The increase is not
due to any increase in blindness but to the
increased desire of the parents of the blind
to have their children take advantage of the
training which the school gives to its pupile.
