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the advice of his good father, I think he could
never again have distrusted the overruling hand
of Providence, or despaired of its help in a trying
hour.

Experience is a faithful school-master, thougli,
often a severe one. in whose hand the rod is some-
times used, even when the pupil may fee penitent
for his faults of will or of judgment.
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
